REPORT

Council's legal advisor on this matter has confirmed that the advice provided was “under
client legal privilege” and have requested that the letter to Council dated 17 June 2008 not be

As requested by Council at it's meeting on 28 May 2008 the General Manager has held a
meeting with the Director of Highlands Waste Services who again confirmed to him that the
company while not insolvent, it has no assets but does have liabilities. It was also advised

that the company could not pay the debt and that the debt was in fact disputed.

A chronology of events and copies of advice received regarding this matter have been
provided to Councillors under separate cover. It is again reiterated that the decision not to
instigate legal action in regards to this debt was a commercial decision based on the best
available information Council had at that point in time. It was also deemed prudent not to

Note:

The Roads & Traffic Authority is not in favour of the proposal to plant trees in the parking
lane of Bong Bong Street (MR260) for the following reasons:-

Bong Bong Rd, Bowral is a classified State Highway performing a primary function as the
main arterial road linking Bowral to Moss Vale and Mittagong. Current vehicle volumes
during peak periods indicate that the existing lanes are stretched to capacity.

Safe sight lines to pedestrians and cars may be reduced compromising safety.

Tree roots may increase pavement damage requiring additional ongoing maintenance.
Trees are likely to increase water infiltration into the road pavement which is the major
cause of road pavement deterioration. Therefore, expediting pavement deterioration,
increasing maintenance requirements.

The RTA Road Design Guide requires that clear zones are not compromised with non
frangible items such as mature trees.

In the event of an unplanned incident or when road maintenance is programmed,
permanent closure of the kerb side lane will remove the option of an alternative lane for
through traffic.

Reduced parking opportunities.

Potential impacts on underground utilities and services.

Basically traffic safety and efficiency may be compromised if trees were installed within the
kerb side lane. Consequently, the RTA does not support this proposal.

If the proposed planting is undertaken on the footpath, concurrence of the Roads & Traffic
Authority will still need to be sought as Bong Bong Street is a classified road.

Given the trouble in the Royal Hotel
recently, | have spoken with Bowral police and they are more than happy for us to do this
as soon as possible.

| will be personally responsible for the function and control of the event each night and
have had experience in Queensland through Gold Coast, Brisbane and Sunshine Coast
Councils for many years as a volunteer with Drug Arm and running the Jesus bus.

As the problem is escalating | would ask for your urgent consideration and granting of this
proposal.”

The following is a brief summary of the proposal;

The gas barbeque would be set up either in a small box trailer or alternatively on the
paving;

The sausage sizzle would be operated by volunteers from the Church;

On colder nights a gas “patio” heater would be provided and on rainy nights a tent
would be set up;

As the sausage sizzle would be free of charge there is no issue with money security;
Based on its experience elsewhere, the Church is confident that the security of its
volunteers will not be an issue;

The Church has Public Liability insurance to cover its activities, including the sausage
sizzle;

The Church has discussed its proposal with Police, local licensees and shop owners
and has advised that all are supportive; and

The operation of the sausage sizzle would not affect local food shops/restaurants as
it would operate outside their typical hours.

‘MOTION moved by CIr L A C Whipper and seconded by Cir M Murray:

1. THAT Council defers any further consideration on the amended plans for the
Sutton Forest Hotel & Restaurant until meaningful consultation occurs between
the applicant, residents and Council staff.

2. THAT this consultation seek to explore ways of reducing the bulk and scale of
the building as well as the visual impact upon adjoining neighbours, while still
providing viability for the proposal by the applicants.

3. THAT an amended recommendation for this application be brought back to
Council by the last meeting of July 2008 for Council’s consideration.’
PASSED

After some deliberation the applicant declined the invitation to participate in discussions and
have instead provided a further letter in support of the application as proposed. This is
Attachment 1.

Staff conducted a discussion with interested residents on Wednesday 16 July. Forty one
(41) people attended the meeting. Clr Whipper was present for the first 30 minutes. The
Director of Environment and Planning coordinated proceedings.

There was an unanimous resolution passed by the attendees in the following terms:

‘THAT the proposal should be rejected in its current form due to its excessive bulk and
scale.

THAT permissibility of the proposal in its current form is questionable as it may not be
categorised as a 'motel'. This concern is heightened by the lack of commitment within
the application to overnight stays as would be expected with a 'motel'. The Statement
of Environmental Effects states that strata title is sought, the need for which is at odds
with a ‘'motel'. The internal design and size of the units lend themselves to alternative

usage.

THAT there are numerous breaches of Council's planning controls contained within
DCP 57 (site specific DCP for the Sutton Forest Inn) and DCP 19 (Motels). Having
adopted DCP 57 with the specific purpose of providing controls for development on this
site, Council should not entertain any variations to the DCP.’
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Particular areas of concern are:

Area 4a identified within DCP 57 should be landscaped area not carparking

General lack of landscaping throughout the site

The buildings are two storey, contrary to the provisions of the DCP

The 15 metre landscape buffer on the north eastern boundary is compromised by the
existence of overhead power lines traversing the adjoining property. There must be a
full 15 metres of useable landscape width to ensure an effective landscape buffer

The building footprints and building separation are not fully compliant with the DCP,
adding to the bulk and scale and diminishing the landscape setting

Undercroft carparking has not been provided which is contrary to the DCP

Car parking and hard stand areas dominate and have a negative visual impact

The location of the staff parking/loading/delivery/services area is inappropriate and will
have a negative impact to adjoining neighbours and to the streetscape

‘THAT general concern is also raised in regard to potential light spillage from the site,
adequacy of services (gas, electricity), and why the economic viability of the proposal
was a concern for Council, rather than the impact upon the existing community.’

COMMENTS FROM DIRECTOR, ENVIRONMENT & PLANNING

The proximity of this site to the hospital makes it an obvious target for medical uses,
however, this is so for a range of properties in proximity to the hospital, ie Bowral Street in
general, Sheffield Street, Mona Road and Ascot Road.

It would be prudent for Council to properly consider the most appropriate way to manage
what will only be an increasing pressure for such uses within the hospital precinct.

A spot rezoning of the subject site is not supported and would be unlikely to be supported by
the Department of Planning at this point in time. Council could defer the re-exhibition of the
draft Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 2008 to enable staff the time to prepare a
sustainable strategy to deal with this issue, or it could allow the draft LEP to proceed and
suggest some changes as a result of the public exhibition. Significant changes, however,
may require re-exhibition of the whole plan.

REPORT

LUAO06/1405 has been received, seeking approval for renovations, alterations and additions
to the Westpac Bank building to create an additional six tenancies with direct access to the
‘Empire Walk’ to the north of the Empire Cinema, Bowral.

The subject site is located on the western side of Bong Bong Street, to the north of the
Empire Cinema, is 763 square metres in area, and is bounded by a public carpark to the rear
(see Attachment 1 — Location Plan).

The proposed development comprises:

an additional 126 square metres rear extension to accommodate two tenancies (to be
subject to separate applications for initial occupancy). See Attachment 2 - ‘Ground
Floor plan.’

division of the existing 454 square metre ground floor area into four tenancies (one
tenancy to retain Westpac, three vacant tenancies to be subject to separate
applications for initial occupation).

demolition of the 14.5 metre long brick wall on the northern side of the Empire Walk to
provide shop frontage directly to the Empire Walk, and new supports for the Empire
Walk glazed roof along this 14.5 metre length.

the creation of openings in the existing southern wall of the building, between the steel
columns that support the Empire Walk glass roof, to create six timber window areas
and four combined shop entry / window areas (see Attachment 3 — ‘Proposed
elevation to Empire Walk’).

6. PUBLIC CONSULTATION

The proposed development was notified to surrounding properties.

Nine objections were received from seven objectors (one letter of objection contained seven
signatures, and a further two letters of objection from two of the seven signatories).

The following issues were raised:
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Lack of a project building management plan for building activity in a 3 metre wide
Empire Walk, and effect of construction upon existing businesses.

COMMENT: A plan has been submitted by the applicant indicating all construction work will
be undertaken within the subject site, so that the existing Empire Walk will remain open. A
more detailed construction management plan will need to be submitted prior to issue of
Construction Certificate, and this can be required by a standard condition of consent.

Proposal would infringe upon the loading, manoeuvering area at the western end of the
Empire Walk.

COMMENT: Refer to Section 8(b) of this report.

Tenancy 6 design / layout indicates another coffee shop, café/restaurant which we
need ‘like a hole in the head'.

COMMENT: No development consent is sought by this application for a coffee shop / café /
restaurant. Separate development applications must be lodged for occupancy of the
proposed shops.

The Empire Walkway, on which the potential customers for the four shops of the
proposed development will enter, was created by a combined Council and community
effort. The community should have a say in this development.

COMMENT: The application has been neighbour notified, and public submissions have
been received.

The extra pedestrian traffic created by the four shops could cause congestion in the
Walkway during busy holiday times.

COMMENT: Increased pedestrian traffic will occur in the Empire Walk, however not to the
extent that the walkway would cease to function and not to the extent to become a valid
reason for refusal.

Wall has been built and paid for by tenants and others. Café Culture’s outside court
area success is based upon the current situation, with ample sun. Raising the wall
height will impact upon current situation — negative effect.

COMMENT: Refer to Section 8(d) of this report.

We had Council's approval to build / enhance the alleyway as proposed in Plan 610-
06-96 DA-1 hereby enclosed.

COMMENT: The work set out in the plan referred to has not been carried out. Council can
consider the current development application on its merits to determine whether approval or
refusal is warranted.
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7. INTERNAL STAFF COMMENTS
Conditions of consent have been prepared by Council’'s Development Engineer and Building
Assessor.
8. DISCUSSION OF MAJOR ISSUES
(@) Urban Design — DCP 46
The proposed architectural treatment, including timber shopfronts, remodelled parapet
and detailing (see Attachments 3 and 4 ) is consistent with the controls set by DCP 46
for the Bong Bong Street precinct.
(b) Carpark Design
The original carpark plans were unacceptable to Council’'s Development Engineer, and
were also opposed by objectors. Amended carpark design plans are shown in
Attachment 2 and address loading, manoeuvering and pedestrian access concerns
raised by Council’s Development Engineer and objectors.
(c) Seven deficient car spaces
The proposed rear extensions generate 4 car spaces, and remove 3 existing on site
spaces, resulting in a deficiency of 7 spaces.
There are three options available to Council to deal with car parking:
i) Refuse the application due to deficiency in car parking
ii) Accept the deficiency in carparking and approve the application
iii) Accept an offer from the applicant in lieu of the deficient car parking.
The applicant is yet to formally make any voluntary offer for the payment of the seven
deficient spaces for the consideration of the Director, Environment & Planning, in effect
a Voluntary Planning Agreement.
(d) Solar Access to Coffee Culture
The demolition of the 14.5 metre long x 2.7 metre high wall on the northern side of the
western portion of the Empire Walk, and the construction of the southern facade of the
proposed rear extension (3.4 metres high for a length of 9.9 metres and 3.0 metres
high louvred roof area for a length of 4.6 metres) will marginally reduce solar access to
Coffee Culture in the morning, however, solar access to Coffee Culture from 12 midday
onwards should be marginally improved due to the 4.5 metre setback of the rear
portion of the proposed extensions to the southern boundary.
9. CONCLUSION

The proposed alterations and additions to the premises at 319-323 Bong Bong Street,
Bowral, will contribute to the Bowral Town Centre, and enliven the existing Empire Walkway
with shop frontages on both sides of the walkway. The concerns raised regarding solar
access are not considered problematic in this instance, with a reduction in the morning being
offset by an increase in the afternoon.
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The proposal is considered acceptable in terms of S.79C Environmental Planning &
Assessment Act 1979, and therefore is recommended for approval. However, approval
should be only on the basis of a satisfactory offer being made by the applicant and accepted
by the Director, Environment & Planning for the seven (7) deficient car spaces.

A brief description of the proposed retailers for which consent is sought as part of this
application is reproduced below:

Showroom 1: Vast Interiors

— Part of a growing national chain of 36 stores, Vast

Interiors will be expanding and relocating their existing Bowral store. The showroom
will be used for the sale, display and storage of furniture, home wares and related
accessories. The showroom will be an open plan layout with front access for
customers and rear roller shutter access for service deliveries.

Showroom 3: Bedshed

— Part of a national chain of over 40 showrooms and one of

Australia’s largest bedding retailers, it is proposed that this store will be the first
official store in NSW. The use will comprise the sale, display and storage of bedding,
bedroom furniture and related accessories. The fitout comprises a series of bedroom
settings with low height partition walls, special lighting and display areas.
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Showroom 2: Fantastic Furniture — Council will note that Fantastic Furniture is

subject to a separate application.

Showrooms 7+8: The Good Guys - The Centre’s second largest tenant and
Australia’s largest electrical retailer with over 75 discount warehouse bulky goods
stores, the Good Guys will be occupying two adjoining showrooms for the sale,
display and warehousing of electrical products, white and brown goods, home
entertainment, communications and small appliances and will employ up to 20 local
staff.’

Showroom 9: Pet Goods Direct — A large format national retailer with over 30
superstores, Pet Goods Direct will be using the showroom for bulk pet and stock food
supplies, animal accessories and veterinarian supplies, including a possible dog
wash area.

Showroom 10: Supercheap Auto — Supercheap Auto with 245 showrooms in
Australia comprises a large format retail showroom including allowance for the sale of
car accessories, spare parts, hardware and equipment, power and hand tools, car
paints and thinners (in pre-packaged containers), the sale of camping equipment,
sale of gardening tools and handyman items.

Showroom 11: Dick Smith Electronics  — This will be the second Dick Smith
Electronics store in the Highlands, however, this store will comprise a larger format
showroom which will be used for the sale, display and storage of home entertainment
products, computer software and hardware, communications and small appliances.

Showroom 13: Godfreys - Their first showroom in the region, Godfreys have over
200 stores within Australia and New Zealand, will be using this showroom for display,
storage, sale and repairs and maintenance of domestic and commercial vacuum
cleaners, bulk cleaning supplies and small appliances.

Showroom 18: Subway — Subway comprises a take-away and eat-in sandwich
shop/café, operated by the same local franchisee as the Bowral store.

Operational details of the proposed retailers are as follows:

The proposed retailers will operate generally from 8.00am to 6.00pm, Mondays to
Sundays, and until 9.00pm on Thursdays, with the exception of Subway, which will
operate from 6.00am to 10.00pm, seven days a week, and Supercheap Auto in sale
time which may extend their operating hours 7.00am to 7.00pm Mondays to Fridays
(note these hours of operation are the same as those stated in the original DA).

There will be over 50 staff in total employed as part of the ongoing operational use of
the committed retailers.

All deliveries will utilise the loading bays on the site which have been approved by
Council as part of the overall bulky goods centre development.
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Loading bays are to the rear of the complex.

The proposed tenancies are consistent with the retail product categories listed in the report
to Council for the Homemaker Centre in September 2006. Attachment 1 illustrates the floor
layout for the tenancies.

MAJOR ISSUES WITH ORIGINAL APPLICATION

Signage

In assessing the original application, staff identified numerous issues relevant to the
development. Sighage was of considerable concern to Council, and the following edited
comments from the September report are reproduced below:

‘The applicant proposes a pylon sign 10 metres in height which is contrary to the
provisions of DCP 33 which permits a maximum 4.5m. To support the 10m pylon sign,
the applicant draws On SEPP 64 ‘Advertising & Signage’ and makes the following
observations: (not reproduced).

‘It could be argued that the Centre provides for sufficient parapet signage to identify the
site and businesses operating from it. A 4.5m pylon business identification sign would
be sufficient for site identification.

With a possible 18 tenancies, it would be difficult for each tenancy to have a legible
blade on the pylon. A more realistic strategy would be for the ‘Homemakers Centre
identification sign’ to trade on its proximity to the Highlands Marketplace as a
destination.

Other than the ‘Highlands Marketplace’ all existing signage in the area complies with
Council’'s DCP 33.

As mentioned earlier, the proposed signage on the blade walls between tenancies
should be removed, as it would detract from the architectural purpose of those building
elements.’

Reflecting the above commentary, the following condition was imposed in the consent:

10. Advertising Structure

BEFORE ANY ADVERTISING STRUCTURE IS ERECTED / DISPLAYED the written
approval of Council shall first be obtained. (The form of such application should be
discussed with Council staff before it is lodged).

Council advises that signage shall be assessed against Development Control Plan No
33. In this regard, the application will need to address:

Maximum 4.5m height Pylon sign;

No advertising on fins between tenancies;

Advertising restricted to Panels above each tenancy.
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NOTE: No further Council consent is required for a sign located in shop windows or
doors that meets Council’'s ‘Exempt Development’ criteria in Wingecarribee Local
Environmental Plan 1989.

CARPARKING

Total off-street carparking for the complex is 277 spaces. In accordance with DCP 12, the
total development requires 198 spaces, an excess of 79 spaces.

The tenancies subject to this application do not affect parking requirements.

DISCUSSION OF MAJOR ISSUE — SIGNAGE

The following table compares approved signage panels with that proposed by individual
tenancies:

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To support the changes in signage areas, the applicant states:
‘The current development approval included approval for above awning signage for
each individual tenant as well as a small free-standing pylon sign on the Old Hume
Highway frontage.

In accordance with Condition 10 of the current consent, separate approval is required
for individual tenant signage.

The proposed signage comprises minor changes to the approved signage panel
locations and sizes due to the final internal layout which has altered slightly since the
original DA was approved.’

In the preceding table there are some minor changes in proposed dimensions, including an
additional panel of 9m2 for the Fitness Centre.

The applicant argues that overall, there is a minor increase of some 0.08% over the
approved areas, and that this increase is insignificant in the context of the proposal.

A contrary view is that the business identification signage for the various tenancies is panel
type which can easily be adjusted by shortening the length to fit the approved panel.

It is worth noting that all proposed panels comply with the proposed depth, but vary in length.
There are no changes to the pylon structure.

CONCLUSION

The proposed tenancies are in accordance with the framework established in the
HomeMaker development application.

Some tenancies have amalgamated several units, with no change in approved floor areas.
As noted, some of the proposed panels are slightly larger than originally approved with the

parent DA. Shortening the length will not affect the message, only reduce some background
colour.

Reporting on the proposed relocation of an existing dwelling on site within “Vine Lodge” Lot 1
DP596495 Exeter Road, Exeter.

REPORT

DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT

Council is in receipt of a Development Application for the relocation of an existing dwelling
house within the above property. The subject property contains several items of Heritage as
listed under Schedule 2 of Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989. These items of
Heritage include “Vine Lodge” (the main original dwelling within the property), three farm
buildings and the immediate gardens surrounding these items.

The dwelling to be relocated, is a relatively recent addition to the property and is not
considered to have any heritage significance. The single storey, three bedroom dwelling
(Attachment 1) is proposed to be relocated from its current location, approximately
140metres to the south of Vine Lodge to approximately 390 metres to North West of Vine
Lodge (Attachment 2) .

STATUTORY CONSIDERATIONS

The property is zoned 7 (b) Environmental Protection (Landscape Conservation) in
accordance with the zoning schedule of the Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 1989.

The proposed development is Subject to the following legislation:

Regional Environmental Plan — Drinking Water Catchments

Clause 31A Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan (WLEP)1989.- Development in
the Vicinity of a Heritage Item.

Development Control Plan no 53 — Sitting, Design and Landscaping of Rural
Developments.

Development Control Plan no 44 — Requirements for the Erection of Buildings.

Clause 31A of WLEP states that “before granting consent to development in the vicinity of a
heritage item, the consent authority must assess the impact of the proposed development on
the heritage significance of the heritage item and of any heritage conservation area within
which t is situated.”

REFERRALS TO STATE GOVERNMENT AURTHORITES

In accordance with Regional Environmental Plan — Drinking Water Catchments the
Development Application was referred to the Sydney Catchment Authority for concurrence.
The Authority raised no issues with the application on the basis that several erosion and
water quality control conditions be imposed which the department provided.
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PUBLIC CONSULTATION

The Development Application was not neighbour notified due to no neighbouring properties
being affected by the proposed development.

DISCUSSION OF MAJOR ISSUES ARRISING

Heritage Impact

In accordance with Clause 31A of WLEP, the Development Application was accompanied by
a Heritage Impact Statement. The statement concludes that the proposed re-siting of the
subject dwelling will “enhance the heritage setting of the property by removing this non
heritage building away from the ‘viewshed’ of the heritage items of the property”.

The relocation of this building would also see it removed away from the main access road
servicing Vine Lodge to a more discrete location adjacent to the secondary access.

Council staff support the proposal as it will essentially enhance the heritage qualities of the
property.

Environmental Impact

Minimal vegetation will be required to be removed as a result of the relocation of the building.
Only the immediate vegetation surrounding the dwelling will be disturbed in order to
physically remove the building. The vegetation in this vicinity is not considered to be of
environmental significance or of heritage value. The proposed location of the building is clear
of any vegetation and has adequate area available for suitable on site effluent disposal.

Visual Impact

The proposed dwelling location is predominantly screened from Exeter Road due to
substantial existing vegetation. The dwelling will also be completely hidden from view from
Vine Lodge due to the contours of the land and the vegetation.

CONCLUSIONS

The proposed relocation of the building will enhance the heritage qualities of the property
with minimal impact on the environment and surrounding locality. The proposal accordingly
warrants approval.

Reporting on road widening at Blue Gum Road, Bundanoon.

REPORT

At its meeting of 11 June 2008, Council requested (General Business Item 2) that a report be
brought back to a future Ordinary Meeting of Council regarding the above matter.

Council has approved 2 separate subdivisions which adjoin Blue Gum Road, which required
widening of the road reserve from the current width of 10 metres to 20 metres, with a sealed
roadway pavement width of 8 metres. The 20 metre road reserve width is in keeping with the
road reserve width east and west of the 2 subdivisions and with Councils long term aim to
widen Blue Gum Road. (See attachment 1). Currently there is a 3 metre wide sealed
roadway constructed 1.5 metres from the northern road reserve boundary, with 2 passing
bays along a 350 metre length of Blue Gum Road. As the subdivision lots are to be 2000
square metres and the northern side of Blue Gum Road is rural, a compromise of the sealed
road width was made by reducing it from the standard 9 metres wide to 8 metres, (but still
wider than the 7 metres required on open rural roads), with roll kerb and gutter to be
constructed only on the subdivision side. As Blue Gum Road will link with a future through
road to Erith Street, any further reduction in road width would be an undesirable compromise
of Councils standards contained in DCP 4land jeopardise Councils Duty of Care for road
safety.

By installing roll kerb and gutter instead of constructing a table drain, a better drainage
system can be installed, which doesn’t require ongoing maintenance. If a table drain was to
be constructed, the amount of tree and vegetation removal would be increased by over 3
metres, to cater for a 1.2 metre road shoulder plus a minimum of 2 metres is allowed for the
construction of the table drain and batters. There is also the increased risk of damage to the
tree root systems. (Refer typical Rural Road cross section, attachment 2.)

2. BACKGROUND

When assessing the proposed subdivisions, many options were considered to ensure the
safety of those people using Blue Gum Road and the desire to preserve as many of the trees
and as much of the vegetation located in the road reserve and within the proposed road
widening as possible.

A split road was unacceptable as it would require 2 one-way segments of road, with trees
retained in the centre island and the danger of having driveway accesses cutting across it,
plus the damage to the tree root systems.

Ultimately it was resolved to widen the existing Blue Gum Road pavement to 8 metres from
its existing location along the northern boundary, which will minimise the number of trees and
the amount of vegetation to be removed.

Note that a Construction Certificate has already been issued for the subdivision on Lot 3 DP
746106, which has a road pavement width of 8 metres approved.

PROPOSAL

A proposed Adult Bookshop including Adult Toys and Costumes includes retailing and mail
order distribution of Adult magazines, books, toys, lingerie and costumes, an office and a
general storage area.

STATUTORY CONSIDERATION

The subject site is zoned 4(a) Industrial under Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan
1989. Mail order distribution is permissible within the 4(a) Industrial zone, as is the retall
component of the proposal as it relates to the permissible industrial use.

ASSESSMENT

The subject site is located to the west of the Shell Service Station and is one unit of an
existing 4 unit industrial building. Traffic generation from this use is anticipated to be low in
comparison to retail / business activities and on-site carparking is available. The signage
proposed is discreet and appropriate with no street frontage access or signage available.
The application was Neighbour Notified for a period of 14 days to all adjacent properties and
unit tenant holders with no submissions received by Council.

The crime risk potential of this development is low and additionally, the built environment
follows the principles central to Crime Prevention through Environmental Design,
Accessibility and Space Management. The built environment provides enough distance
between the unit and the Shell Service Station for non-involvement between user groups
while still assuring a natural surveillance. The hours of operation do not exceed normal
working hours and the showroom area is considered modest, with a general area of 33m2.

The industrial zone is suitable for this type of development, as it provides a ‘buffer’ between
the heavier pedestrian and vehicle traffic of business areas and the sensitivity of Commercial
areas to this type of usage.

REPORT

Council has received an application pursuant to Section 96(1a) of the EP and A Act to modify
the development consent for “Mittagong Central” and, as the original development
application was determined by Council, the current application is also submitted for
consideration by Council.

The proposed modification relates to the creation of useable floor space within the attics of 2
of the penthouses.

This was envisaged in the original application by the inclusion of stairs to access this loft
area however, due to the complex design of the roof framing, the exact extent of the space
that might become available was not known.

The roof of the building has now been completed and this has provided the opportunity to
add about 24m? of habitable area to the south eastern penthouse (corner Regent Street and
Church Lane) and about 25m? of habitable area to the south western penthouse (corner
Regent and Station Streets).

BACKGROUND

“Mittagong Central” is a mixed use residential, commercial and retail development for which
development consent was granted on 7 March 2006.

Its 3" floor contains 6 penthouses, with 2 of these approved as 2 bedroom and the remaining
4 as 3 bedroom. In each case, the option was given for a bedroom in each apartment to be
used as a home office.

The approved floor plan is included in Attachment 1 .

THE PROPOSAL

The proposed modifications (See Attachment 2 ) would add:

2 bedrooms, 1 with a small ensuite, within the roof area above the south eastern
penthouse, which is currently a 3 bedroom/office apartment; and

1 bedroom, a bathroom and multi-purpose rooms within the roof area above the south
western apartment which, together with a re-arrangement of the main floor below,
would leave this as a 2 bedroom/office apartment.
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STATUTORY PROVISIONS

The proposed modifications satisfy the relevant statutory provisions in:

WLEP1989 as:
o the madifications involve additions/alterations to permissible, and previously
approved dwellings, and there are no other specific provisions that apply; and
o the use of a dwelling as a home office is exempt development; and

DCP - Residential Development where:

0 the most relevant provision relates to car parking but, as the 2 apartments are
to remain as 3+ bedroom/office and 2 bedroom/office respectively, no
additional carparking is required; and

o there is no floor space limitation.

Further, there will be no significant change to the external appearance of the building
because only a minor adjustment of the already approved skylights in the roof will be
necessary to provide sunlighting to the proposed rooms.
Options
The options to Council are:

1. Delegate authority to DEP to determine the section 96 application for

modifications to “Mittagong Central” as described in this report and, in this case,
the application is supported.

2. Defer consideration pending the receipt of such information as Council deems
necessary; or
3. Refuse the application, in which case Council would need to determine the

specific reasons for refusal, but these would not affect the existing consent.
Summary
In the circumstances, the proposed modifications are considered to be minor in nature. They
would result in no appreciable environmental impact whilst providing for the more effective

use of available space.

Approval of the proposed modifications involves the inclusion of the proposed plans in the
consent notice, and no changes to the existing conditions will be necessary.

ACE Internet Services Pty Limited (‘AlS’) is a licensed carrier under the Telecommunications
Act 1997.

AIS have requested Council give urgent consideration to their request to locate a
telecommunications pole on Council owned land being part Lot 10 Deposited Plan 701530 at
Oxley Hill Road, Bowral, adjacent to their current site.

Customers of AIS will be left without telephone and broadband services if an alternative site
cannot be established.

BACKGROUND

AIS have had an arrangement with lllawarra Communications (IC), the owner of the
telecommunications pole, from where they have operated for several years.

IC have had a dispute with the landholder and the landholder has requested the removal of
the pole. Regrettably there is no formal agreement between IC and the landholder, despite
the facility having been in place for some 20 years.

Gary Croaker, Manager of Infrastructure and Privacy at the Commonwealth Department of
Broadband, Communications and the Digital Economy has strongly recommended that AIS
find an alternate location for transmission as soon as possible. A letter of support has been
received in this regard.

The Council land identified is on a ridgeline above Bowral (and in direct line with its current
site), which will enable continued transmission by AIS to its customers in local and remote
locations.

ISSUES

1. Council has in place a two (2) year Licence Agreement with Susan Ravot to
depasture livestock on both the above property (Lot 10 Deposited plan 701530) and
also the adjoining Lot 1 Deposited Plan 583392. The current Licence expires on 18
December 2008. Ms Ravot does not have any objection to the co-leasing of the site
for the remainder of the term of her agreement, provided that appropriate measures
are taken to restrain her livestock from escaping from any gate that may be installed.

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS

With the proposed rezoning and reclassification of Lot 10 Deposited Plan 701530 Oxley Hill
Road Berrima, it is anticipated that the land will be marketed for sale once rezoned and
reclassified to ‘operational’.

Whilst the subject of this report is neither the future development nor sale of Council land, it
is necessary to consider any potential ramifications if part of the land referred to above is
leased to AIS.

If Council were to consider a lease to AIS of part of Lot 10 Deposited Plan 701530 or part of
Lot 1 Deposited Plan 583392 Oxley Hill Road Bowral, it is anticipated that the rental of at
least $10,500 would be achievable, based on an average of rental charged to multi-national
telecommunications companies with transmission facilities at Berrima Reservoir
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(approximately $16,000 in first year) and the rental currently paid for the site by AIS
(approximately $5,000 per year):

AIS have made the suggestion that, if Council will not consider their request for a lease, AIS
would consider if necessary the purchase of part of the site if Council were in agreement.
The purchase of part of the lot of course being subject to reclassification and rezoning under
the new LEP.

Lot 1 Deposited Plan 583392 is extensively covered by vegetation belonging to the
Robertson Basalt Tall Open Forest and the Southern Highlands Shale Woodlands
communities both of which are listed as Endangered Ecological Communities.

Greenhouse emissions

Broadband internet service provides significant environmental benefits for customers
who are able to work, on a regular or irregular basis, from home or a base in the
Southern Highlands.  Broadband provides a highly satisfactory alternative to
commuting daily by car or train to and from Sydney each day saving significant
amounts of fuel, resources and energy in doing so.

Social Factors

AIS provides telephone and broadband services for the community from their current
site including:

Lifeline phone services to a number of very remote customers who do not
have access to telephone lines (e.g. in Bullio).

Broadband services: a number of customers no longer have to commute to
Sydney each day. This has significant social benefits.

Chevalier College uses the service provided by AIS to provide access for
staff, teachers and students to the digital world.

A number of large accounting firms and legal practices use the service
provided by AIS because of the nature of the service over the ADSL.
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(iii) Economic Factors
Council needs to consider potential ramifications to AIS, its customers (including
commercial, Government and educational institutions) and the wider community if the
telecommunications service is shut down and unable to transmit from an alternative
location.

Consideration must also be given to the possible effect on the potential return should
the property be developed and sold in the future, following gazettal of the LEP.
Based on current market values, the subject lots could achieve a combined total of
approximately $700,000-$800,000 if sold in today’s market (following the boundary
adjustment, establishing of building envelopes and necessary development of the
lots).

CONCLUSION

The principles of reliability, availability and service are the foundations upon which AIS has
been built. It is recommended that Council consider the request for a lease of a small portion
of land at either Lot 10 Deposited Plan 701530 Oxley Hill Road, Bowral or the adjoining Lot 1
Deposited Plan 583392 Oxley Hill Road, Bowral. This lease would help AIS bring certainty
and security of access to what has become an essential service to a large number of people
in our community.

BACKGROUND

The Plan of Management has been prepared strictly in accordance with the provisions of the
Local Government Act 1993. The Act requires Councils to prepare Plans of Management for
all land classified as community land under Council’'s ownership or control.

A copy of the final draft Plan of Management has been distributed separately to the
Councillors.

THE DRAFT PLAN OF MANAGEMENT FOR COMMUNITY LAND KNOWN AS GLEBE
PARK BOWRAL

Plans of Management are public documents and, as such, require stakeholders to be
involved in their formation.

As Glebe Park had not previously been categorised, it was necessary to hold a Public
Hearing for the purpose of categorising the community land (Section 40A of the Local
Government Act 1993).

The Public Hearing was held on Tuesday 26 February 2008 after notification of a public
hearing meeting being advertised in the “Southern Highland News” on 6 February 2008. As
required under Section 47G of the Local Government Act Council appointed an independent
chairperson, Melanie McGrane of MMA Planning, to conduct the Public Hearing.

The initial Draft Plan of Management for Glebe Park was then completed and placed on
public exhibition, commencing 29 February 2008 until 28 March 2008, with an additional 14
days allowed to receive submissions.

Council received two (2) submissions during that period with all submissions supporting the
Plan of Management.

However, during the initial exhibition period, the Bradman Foundation began the preliminary
stages of their DA application for the proposed extension of the Bradman Museum.

The proposals to be included in the DA by the Bradman Foundation were significant changes
to the current use of the land. It was necessary that the existing leased area be re-defined to
accommodate the extension. The newly defined leased areas brought about a need for re-
categorisation of the land
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Based on information provided by Bradman Foundation and negotiated with Council, the
initial draft Plan of Management was amended to incorporate the proposed changes of use
and leased areas.

The re-drafting of the Plan required a further exhibition period.
Advertising commenced on 14 May 2008 for the second Public Hearing which was held on
Wednesday 21 May 2008. Again, as required under Section 47G of the Local Government

Act Council appointed an independent chairperson, Melanie McGrane of MMA Planning, to
conduct the Public Hearing

The re-drafted Plan was re-exhibited from 28 May to 24 June 2008, with a further fourteen
(14) day period allowed to receive submissions.

Three (3) submissions were received during the second exhibition period all in favour of the
draft Plan of Management.

At all times, Councillors were kept informed as to the status of the drafting of the Plan of
Management via Weekly Circulars in the Corporate Diary.

The final draft of the Plan of Management has been prepared taking into account all of the
issues raised during the two exhibition periods, as well as the categorisation report.

CONCLUSION

During the development of the draft Plan of Management a number of issues were identified
and addressed to the satisfaction of key stakeholders.

It is recommended that Council adopt the draft Plan of Management.

1. the cancellation of an easement for right of carriageway over Lot 1 Deposited Plan
566250 Evans Lane Bowral; and

2. a proposed land transfer being part Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250 to Council's
Centennial Road Golf Course.

REPORT

The registered proprietor of Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250 Evans Lane Bowral has contacted
Council to advise that two anomalies have been found following the surveying of his
property, adjacent to the Centennial Road Golf Course, Bowral.

These anomalies are:

1. The north-eastern boundary for Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250 extends into the golf
course, i.e. part of his land (being Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250) is being used as
golf course, including tee etc.

2. An abandoned easement for right of carriageway in favour of Council exists over
Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250. It appears that the right of carriageway had been
established to enable a previous owner of a house to access her property
(through Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250): the house no longer exists.

Pursuant to Section 47(6A) of the Real Property Act 1900 and Section 89(8) of the
Conveyancing Act 1919 Council can make application to cancel the easement for right of
carriageway over Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250.

In exchange for granting this cancellation of the right of carriageway, the registered proprietor
of Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250 will transfer to Council the part of his land that protrudes into
the golf course. The transfer will be made to Council, with no monetary consideration, in
exchange for cancelling the right of carriageway over Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250.

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS

The offer outlined above made by the registered proprietor of Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250 is
one that will save Council a significant amount in monetary terms.

The area of land to be transferred to Council is approximately 224 square metres.
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Based on an average per square metre land value of $375 (as per recent valuations for
Bowral property), the cost to Council of acquiring the part of Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250
that protrudes into the golf course would be approximately $84,000.00.

CONCLUSION

As the registered proprietor of the subject land has made a generous offer to Council which
resolves the anomalies and alleviates monetary considerations, it is recommended that
Council consent to the cancellation of the easement for right of carriageway over Lot 1
Deposited Plan 566250 Evans Lane Bowral as the right of carriageway has been
abandoned.

In exchange for the cancellation of the right of carriageway, it is recommended that Council
consent to the transfer of part Lot 1 Deposited Plan 566250 to Council for incorporation into
Council’'s Centennial Road Golf Course.

Reporting on proposal to sell the Mineral Springs site to Mittagong RSL Club, for community
use.

REPORT

BACKGROUND

As Council would be aware, Lot 33 DP 9299, known as Mineral Springs Reserve, is currently
listed in Council’'s Draft LEP for recategorisation from Community Land to Operational Land.
The site is also proposed to be rezoned to RE2 — Private Recreation under the Draft LEP.

The site comprises approximately 9668 m? and was acquired by private treaty purchase from
the Mittagong RSL Club in early 1986 for the sum of $40,000. The property is estimated to
have a current market value of between $850,000 to $1,000,000. The land is currently an
under utilized park with a building constructed originally for tourism purposes, currently
occupied by a religious organisation on a short term lease. Part of the site is burdened by a
spring.

PROPOSAL FROM MITTAGONG RSL CLUB

Council has been formally approached by the Mittagong RSL Club seeking to acquire the
Mineral Springs site with the intention of preserving the “Lady Mary’s Well site” as an area of
historical significance, and also to maintain and manage the community building as a
proposed “Mineral Springs Historical Centre”.

Council’s direction in relation to its intent in regard to the future use of this site is now sought.
If Council intends to proceed with negotiations to transfer the site to the Mittagong RSL Club,
for community use, Council may wish to confirm this by way of a formal resolution. It is
highlighted that Council is effectively precluded from taking any further action in relation to
this matter until after the land is reclassified to operational status. Section 45 of the Local
Government Act 1993, precludes Council having any dealings in community land, and
Council has “no power to sell, exchange or otherwise dispose of community land”.

CONCLUSION

After noting Section 45 of the Local Government Act 1993, if it is Council’s intent to transfer
the site to the ownership of the Mittagong RSL Club for community use, Council could signal
its position to the community by way of a formal resolution. Any resolution would, however,
need to stipulate that any negotiations would be subject to the site being recategorised as
“operational land” via Council's LEP.

Reporting on Road Naming Issue for Subdivision off Soapy Flat Road, High Range.

REPORT

BACKGROUND

In November, 2007, Council received correspondence from the solicitors acting for the
subdivider of land situated in Soapy Flat Road, High Range seeking approval to hame an
existing un-named road reserve adjoining their subdivision. The name proposed by the
applicant was ‘Harrison Lane’ which was in memory of the late owner of the land, Mr
Reginald Harrison. The current owner and subdivider is Mr Harrisons’ son and according to
his solicitor, Mr Steve Bennett of Our Lawyers, Mittagong, Reginald Harrison had owned the
land for more than 30 years.

As the name ‘Harrison’ was not already in use for a road in the shire, Mr Bennett at Our
Lawyers was advised by Council in December 2007 that we had no objection to the road
name and the name was submitted to the Geographical Names Board for their comments.

No objection was received from the Geographical Names Board in their letter dated 22
January 2008. The proposed name was forwarded to Australia Post for comment, and was
advertised in the local papers for a period of one month from 26 March with objections to be
received by 22 April 2008.

At a public meeting held in Welby on 18 April 2008, to discuss Council localities in the vicinity
of Welby and High Range, residents also discussed the proposed road naming and several
objected to the name ‘Harrison’ and signed a paper to that effect. As the signatures (6
names are readable on the scanned paper) had no printed details of names, addresses,
phone or property numbers, it was not possible to respond to this objection. A further
objection was received via email dated 20 April 2008. The main objection to the name was
that it was ‘not appropriate to name roads after the developer of the land’. A response was
sent to this objector stating that Council took note of the objection and would propose
alternative names to the solicitor for the owner of the land.

In an effort to follow Council’s road naming guidelines and encourage names sourced from
‘local history, early explorers, pioneers’ etcetera, the names ‘Wallace’, ‘Lake’ and 'Galbraith’
were offered to Mr Bennett at Our Lawyers as alternatives to ‘Harrison’. All of these people
are historically relevant as land owners in the immediate area of the subdivision, and their
names are noted on land parcels on copies of old parish maps. William Lake once owned all
the land now included in this subdivision, John Wallace owned the land immediately to the
east and Thomas Galbraith owned land to the west.

Mr Bennett advised that his client still wished to go ahead with the name ‘Harrison Lane’.

Utilities and Vans (four cylinder) 31
Utilities (six cylinder) 15

In June 2006, the Council fleet was restructured with a move to a “greener fleet”. There
was a drastic reduction in the number of six cylinder cars (43 down to 13) At the same
time, the number of “green” cars (engine capacity up to 1.8 litres) doubled from 17 to 34.
The balance of cars are now 4 cylinder engines with an engine capacity between 1.8 and
2.5 litres. 85 out of 113 vehicles are four cylinder.

4x4 leased vehicles
Many tasks undertaken by Council officers require access to remote and difficult terrain
(building inspections, survey teams, emergency response) and removal of these vehicles
from the fleet will compromise Council's service delivery in these areas and will
compromise Occupational Health & Safety.
The General Manager reviews all requests for 4WD vehicles and has declined approval
in many cases where the vehicle is not required for operational purposes.
The AWD petrol vehicles have similar fuel economy to 2WD cars. Modern 4WD turbo
diesel engines achieve better fuel economy and resale value than equivalent 2WD petrol
engines.
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3. Six — cylinder leased vehicles
Larger vehicles are required on occasions to transport visiting delegations and to
transport up to five adults for Council inspections
The larger capacity engine is often required for towing purposes
Drivers of six cylinder vehicles pay a premium on their lease fees (88% higher than the
fee for a “green” vehicle)

4, OHS Requirement to provide safe workplaces
The examination of the OHS legislation has shown that vehicles are considered
workplaces. Thus there is a requirement to ensure that the vehicles and the ways in
which they are used provide, so far as practicable, a working environment that is safe
and without risks to health.
Fieldwork activities eg; Rangers, Environmental and Parks staff etc, may require to drive
vehicles on a variety of surfaces. Vehicle selection is on work need and must be
compatible its the intended use. For example, the amount and type of equipment to be
carried, and appropriate for carrying animals etc. Risk assessments and hazard
identification in these work areas indicate a need for particular type of vehicles.
Vehicles must provide for driver comfort to reduce the risk of long term injury from back
strain or other ergonomic stress injury. Thus a 'one-fit-all' solution could lead to an
increase in vehicle injury claims and Council's workers' compensation premiums.

5. General Fleet Management Practices

The lease fee charged to Council staff is based on a life cycle analysis of the vehicle.
Inputs to the life cycle analysis include purchase cost, re-sale value, fuel cost and
servicing cost. Whilst there has been a significant increase in fuel costs and this does
impact on operating costs, the most significant impact on the life cycle analysis is lower
re-sale values. There will be an appropriate increase in the leasing charges to Council
staff as a result of these factors.

A vehicle is an important component of a salary package. With the skills shortage in
several professional areas (In particular Town Planners and Engineers), Council needs to
be competitive when recruiting appropriately qualified and experienced professional staff.
The General Manager currently reviews all requests for 4x4 vehicles, to determine the
operational need for the vehicle. This review will be further enhanced by the completion
of a risk assessment for each 4x4 vehicle replacement.
