PURPOSE

The purpose of the report is to present known and researched facts and figures regarding
existing Effluent Dump Points (EDPs) and installing a new EDP, to enable a decision to be
made on whether to promote existing EDPs, or construct a new one.

INTRODUCTION

BACKGROUND

In early 2009, the Campervan Motorhome Club Australia (CMCA) requested the Council to
consider installing an EDP in the Southern Highlands area. At that time, two Caravan Parks
in the area (Mittagong and Moss Vale), had EDPs for onsite customers and were not
interested in having a public EDP in their Park. Following discussions between the then
General Manager and staff, a response was provided to the CMCA (Attachment 1) and staff
investigated the feasibility and costs of installing an EDP in one of the Service Stations.
None of the Service Stations were interested.

In mid-March 2009, the Water & Sewerage Manager attended the Environment Sustainability
Committee meeting and discussed the costs, possible sites, pros and cons of installing an
EDP. The Visitor Information Centre (VIC) site was discussed and the Committee requested
staff to consider that option as part of the proposed redevelopment of the property next door
to the VIC. NO progress on this redevelopment has taken place to date.

Interest on the subject increased in early 2011, with the CMCA making further enquiries and
the Moss Vale camping site owner showing interest in having a public EDP at his site. The
Council has also asked for a report on the subject for its consideration.

Apart from the Moss Vale and Mittagong private Caravan Parks, Council provides up to four
parking spaces for Recreational Vehicles (RVs) at the Berrima Camping Grounds. There is a
small and non-compliant EDP on site that needs to be upgraded. That EDP caters for the
onsite campers. A map showing the parking spaces and the EDP is attached (Attachment
4).

RECREATIONAL VEHICLE (RV) TOURIST MARKET, CMCA INIT IATIVES AND CRITERIA
FOR RV FRIENDLY TOWNS

According to the CMCA, over the past decade the self-contained RV tourist market has
continued to expand and has emerged as one of the most important and sustainable sectors
of the tourism industry. This is a growth market and RV tourists are expected to dominate
tourism activity in regional Australia.

The CMCA has developed a number of initiatives to assist their members and local Councils
in providing facilities to attract RV tourists to their areas. The initiatives include programs
such as RV Friendly Town, RV Stop Spot, Dump Point Subsidy Scheme, Leave No Trace
Self Containment Code of Conduct and CMCA Bush Camping Code. Details on the above
are attached (Attachment 2).

Essential criteria that must be met to become a RV Friendly Town are:
provision of RV parking within the town centre with access to a general shopping area
provision of short-term (24/48/72+ hour) parking within reasonable distance of the CBD

provision of long-term parking at a reasonable rate, commensurate with the
requirements of self-contained vehicles

access to medical facilities (24 hours) pharmacy and potable water
access to an EDP, if not in town, within 50 km from town
‘RV Friendly Town’ signs

The CMCA agreed to provide one or two ‘Dump Ezy’ Dump Point units (valued at $1,600,
plus GST per unit) free to Council subject to the following conditions:

EDPs must be public facilities free-of-charge to RV tourists
EDPs must be available for use at least during normal daylight hours every day
Details of a ‘Dump Ezy’ unit are attached (Attachment 3).

RECENT DEVELOPMENTS

The Moss Vale Village Park has approximately forty permanent accommodation and thirty
caravan sites. They now allow the offsite RV tourists to use their EDP for a $5 per dump fee.
In the past two weeks, they have provided water supply to the EDP (for cleaning) and
constructed a concrete box around it. Some upgrade works are required to bring the EDP
installation to an acceptable standard.

Only 3-4 offsite RV tourists used the EDP in the past twelve months. The owner is happy to
undertake the upgrade in collaboration with Council and continue to service the offsite RV
tourists. The CMCA indicated that they can provide an ‘Ezy Dump’ free-of-charge for this
site if the dumping charge is kept to a maximum of $7 per dump.

The Mittagong Caravan Park has approximately thirty permanent accommodation and twenty
caravan sites. They too now allow the offsite RV tourists to use their EDP for a $15 per
dump. They have already installed a high-quality EDP (‘Ezy Dump’) with good RV access
and the installation is maintained in a clean and tidy condition. No additional work is required
at this site. The owner is willing to drop the charges to $7 per dump and continue to service
the offsite RV tourist market in collaboration with the Visitor Information Centre (VIC).

BEST PRACTICE MANAGEMENT AND TRADE WASTE REGULATION REQUIREMENTS

Council complies with all requirements of the Water & Sewerage Best Practice Management
Guidelines, including implementation of the Liquid Trade Waste (LTW) Policy and is eligible
to receive grant fundings from the State Government.
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The current LTW Policy adopted by Council in June 2011, includes discharge of chemical
toilet wastes and pan wastes from RVSs.

The Department of Environment, Climate Change and Water's (DECCW) concurrence and
approval are required for the discharge of the above into Council sewer. DECCW'’s
concurrence will be subject to:

installation of a Dump Point according to approved plans and details

controlling and monitoring the discharge of pan wastes at the Dump Point; and

levying the adopted pan waste disposal charge (free dumping does not comply with this
requirement)

The owners of the three existing EDPs will be asked to comply with the above requirements
in the near future. The EDP at the Berrima Camping Ground will be upgraded (relatively
minor) as part of implementing the Trade Waste Policy by the end of this year.

MERITS IN HAVING EDPs
The main benefits are:

Having EDPs at the appropriate location/s in the Shire, in conjunction with provision of
the other services and requirements of the RV tourists (such as provision of short-term
and long-term parking), would attract the RV tourists to the area and, hence, promote
tourism and contribute to the regional economy.

Provision of EDPs would eliminate or minimise any illegal dumping of pan wastes and,
hence, improve public health and prevent environmental/water pollution.
DEMERITS IN HAVING OR INSTALLING EDPs

The main disadvantages in having or installing EDPs, including the concerns and views of
the Manager Tourism, are:

Provision of EDPs alone (without provision of short- and long-term parking and other
requirements of the RV tourists) will not attract tourists who would liked to come and
stay in the Shire for a number of days (and contribute to local tourism and the
economy) and would not qualify the Shire as a ‘RV Friendly Town’ area.

Potential for RV tourists to use Wingecarribee Shire as a transit and ‘dump and run’
place, thus not contributing any commercial benefit to the Shire.

Lack of an overall RV tourist market promotion strategy by Council. Lack of other
required facilities may contribute to visitors departing the Shire with a disappointing
experience and a negative picture of the Shire.

Capital outlay (if applicable) and ongoing maintenance/repair costs.

If not adequately controlled, monitored and supervised, illegal dumping of chemicals
and trade wastes could take place, which may damage sewer assets and the biological
treatment process at the Sewerage Treatment Plant.

The existing campsite owners are not happy about installing additional EDPs, as they
think that it might undermine their business.
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POSSIBLE LOCATIONS, COSTS AND ISSUES (IF ANY)
There are three possible sites for promoting or installing EDPs:

(a) Mittagong Caravan Park
(b) Moss Vale Village Park
(c) The Visitor Information Centre

MITTAGONG CARAVAN PARK

Location/access : The Mittagong Caravan Park is in a suitable and central location close to
the VIC. It has a high quality ‘Ezy Dump’ EDP, with good RV access. As stated previously,
the owner is willing to drop the charges to $7 per dump and work with the VIC in servicing
the offsite RV market. A site plan is attached (Attachment 5).

Costs
Nil
Issues

None

MOSS VALE VILLAGE PARK (MVP)

Location/access : The MVP is also a suitable and central location. It has a Dump Point
essentially for the use of onsite customers. They charge the non-camping RV travellers $5
per discharge at their Dump Point. The current owner is interested in catering for the other
RV tourists as well. Some EDP relocation and road upgrade works will be required, as
shown in the attached map Attachment 6).

Costs : Estimated costs are:

Water connection backflow prevention and extension $ 400
Sewer connection and extension 2,000
Dump Point installation (assuming free ‘Ezy Dump’ unit) 400
Total $2,800
Issues
None

THE VISITOR INFORMATION CENTRE (VIC)

Location/access : The VIC is a suitable and central location. The existing stamped
concrete driveway can provide access to an EDP and no additional access works are
required. The proposed RV parking area and location of an EDP are shown on the attached
map (Attachment 7).

Costs : Estimated costs are:

Water connection with backflow prevention $5,000
Sewer connection 2,500
Dump Point installation (including Ezy Dump unit) 2,000
Total $9,500
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Issues

Installing a Dump Point at the VIC will compromise aesthetics, the landscape and traffic
flow (during peak periods) and introduce odour issues.

Need to clean, maintain, monitor and administer the EDP, which, possibly, will require
additional ongoing resources.

Use of the EDP would be limited to working hours of the VIC (the EDP needs to be kept
locked and controlled).
ANALYSIS, DISCUSSION AND COMMENTS

The above information clearly indicates that providing an EDP in isolation (without providing
affordable short- and long-term parking and other requirements of the RV tourists) would
result in only limited benefits to tourism and the local economy.

Ideally, a comprehensive market study into this needs to be carried out (perhaps by the
Economic Development and Tourism staff) and a strategy developed to tap into the growing
RV tourist market. Wingecarribee Shire has a lot to offer to the RV tourist market and can
greatly benefit from it.

Constructing an EDP at the VIC is not necessary and justifiable when there are two existing
service providers willing and ideally placed to provide the same or better service at similar
cost to the RV customers. It is logical and equitable to support and promote both of the
existing privately-owned EDP sites through the VIC to service that market.

As well as the above, we also look at the general attitude of the Council and the business people.
After all, it is called the RV ‘Friendly’ Town™ Scheme!

These schemes offers town business owners the opportunity to be innovative in meeting the needs of
these mobile travellers, while at the same time growing their businesses.

RV Friendly Destination™

These are generally businesses located outside the town centre, such as wineries, cheese factories,
specialist farms, hotels, etc.

All size rigs must be able to gain access and manoeuvre on the site, and preferably be allowed to
stay overnight in a fully self-contained vehicle.
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What are the benefits? ;

There are many economic benefits to the local businesses due to increased dwell time, as the RV
community spend an average of $500 per week whilst travelling.

There is an increased patronage of the tourist attractions in and around the town.

Once mobile travellers enter an RV Friendly Town™ they know they are going to be welcome.

They will be able to park adjacent to the shopping precinct while they top up with supplies.

They can do their banking in comfort, post their mail, and check out the restaurants and clubs for food
and entertainment.

They will find a dump point in the town, or not too great a distance from the town.

They may be able to have mechanical work done on their vehicle as well as fill up with fuel and gas.
The Visitor Information Centre should have a map showing them all the local attractions, the location
of emergency services and their contact numbers, attractions that are RV suitable and where internet

services are available.

Then they will be able to park in a comfortable layover area while they sit back and decide which
tourist attractions they would like to see during their visit.

There may be toilet and shower facilities at or near the layover area which will encourage dwell times.
They can visit those attractions marked on their map with the RV sign.
At the end of their visit, they will be leaving only because they need to — not because they want to.

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RV STOP Spot

(Short Term Overnight Parking)

The Campervan and Motorhome Club of Australia Ltd (CMCA) has
developed the RV STOP Spot as a means by which Councils are
able to control rest areas.

The most basic requirement for this facility is a flat parcel of hard
stand land. The optional provision of covered seating, potable water,
garbage bins and access to a dump point are added bonuses, but are
not part of the criteria for these facilities.

Erected at the entrance to the site is a registration booth which
includes a heavy duty strong box. This allows for RV tourists to
register and pay when entering the site. Their details, time of arrival
and registration numbers are recorded on a pre-printed card which is
then placed inside the windscreen. They then print their name and
registration number onto the front of a pre-printed envelope, enclose
their fee and deposit this into the strong box attached to the
registration booth. These units retail for $790.

If Council is not in a position to administer an RV STOP Spot it may
consider having a local service club do so, with the proceeds
distributed between the Council and the service club. This would
cover Councils cost in maintaining the area, or a service club could
maintain the area and retain all of the income to cover costs and have
money available to donate to local causes.

Councils should give consideration to ensuring that they have the
authority to remove any persons and vehicles that overstay the time
limit at the RV STOP Spot. A local by-law may need to be passed.

The CMCA recommends that vehicles be allowed to stay on the site
for a minimum of 72 hours, and that a period of 14 days lapse
between stays. This avoids the risk of people setting up a semi-
permanent camp on the site.
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However, as these self-contained vehicles have limited storage
space, and therefore a grocery replenishment cycle of about 3 or 4
days, stays of up to 7 days would encourage these RV tourists to
spend more money with the local businesses within the area.

CMCA also recommends that where possible, Council installs a Coin
Operated Water unit. This controls the amount of water that people
can access, and also allows Council to recover the cost associated
with the provision of water to the site.

The CMCA supports these areas being restricted to Leave No
Trace™ (LNT) accredited vehicles only. This gives Councils additional
comfort in knowing that the owners of these vehicles have signed a
declaration certifying their level of self-containment, and have also
signed a declaration that they will abide by the LNT 11 point Code of
Conduct at all times. By the signing of this declaration, these
participants have agreed to not discharge any waste water onto the
ground surface unless otherwise instructed by the authority controlling
the site, to always leave the area cleaner than they find it, and to
dispose of all waste in an appropriate manner.

The CMCA / KEA Campers
Dump Point Subsidy Scheme

The Dump Point subsidy programme has been created to develop self-contained
tourism infrastructure by expanding the Dump Point network throughout Australia, By
providing this subsidy to selected Councils, CMCA and KEA Campers hope to
encourage more self-contained tourism throughout Australia for its benefits to rural
and regional centres, and the environment.

« CMCA / KEA Campers will provide a Gough Plastics ‘Dump Ezy' Dump Point
unit, delivered to a nominated address.

Subsidised Dump Points will:

e display a small plague (supplied by CMCA) acknowledging the contribution of
CMCA and KEA Campers,

« be a public facility free of charge, and

* be available for use at least during normal daylight hours every day.

These Dump Points need to be installed as low to the ground as possible to allow
discharge from a vehicle by gravity. Motorhome waste tanks discharge from
underneath the tank, which is normally located midway between the front and rear
axles. They also need to be placed in a position that allows access to large vehicles
up to 19.5 metres in length. These vehicles may include a motorhome or bus up to
12 metres in length, and this vehicle may be towing a car or trailer.

The CMCA can also supply 2 X 600 X 690mm steel signs that show the official Dump

PURPOSE OF REPORT

This report is about a development application for a 2 lot subdivision where 1 of the lots does
not satisfy the minimum area development standard of 4,000m?.

One lot would have an area of 5,058m? and contain an existing dwelling house while the
second lot, with an area of 3,671m?, would be vacant.

Both lots would have access onto Holly Road via an access handle.

The objection which seeks an exception to the development standard is considered to be
reasonable, and Council’s support of the exception is recommended.

REPORT

BACKGROUND

Lot 21 DP866657, No. 33 Holly Road, Burradoo is a battle axe shaped lot which was created
by a subdivision approved by Council on 4 May 1995 in accordance with the former
Wingecarribee LEP1989 (DA105/95).

It has an area of 8,729m?, with a 6 metre wide access handle onto Holly Road.

Attachment 1 shows the location of the land.

DETAILS OF PROPOSAL

It is proposed to subdivide Lot 21 into 2 lots.

One of the proposed lots would have an area of 5,058m? and would comply with the
minimum  4,000m? minimum area development standard in Wingecarribee Local
Environmental Plan 2010.

This lot would contain the existing dwelling-house and outbuildings.

The second lot would have an area of 3,671m? and would not comply with the 4,000m?
development standard. The applicant has chosen this approach as it results in a more
logical property boundary taking into account the existing characteristics of the subject

property.

This lot would be vacant. However, a building platform already exists on this lot where a
dwelling house was previously located. This dwelling house was demolished and replaced
with a dwelling house now located further to the south.
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The western part of the vacant lot is affected by a minor overland stormwater flow path and
the affected area would be the subject of a restriction as to user preventing the construction
of any buildings.

Attachment 2 contains a plan of the proposed subdivision.

Site and Surrounding Development

The surrounding area to the north, south and west of the subject lots is characterised by
detached dwelling houses, on allotments ranging from 3,600m? to 5,000m? with a

predominant lot size of 4,000m?.

The subject land contains an existing dwelling house and various outbuildings in established
gardens.

STATUTORY PROVISIONS

Wingecarribee LEP2010

The subject site is zoned Large Lot Residential R5 where a minimum lot size of 4000m?
applies.

The applicant seeks an exception to the 4000m? development standard for one lot of
3,671m? in accordance with Clause 4.6 of WLEP 2010, which relevantly states:

3 Consent must not be granted for development that contravenes a
development standard unless the consent authority has considered a written
request from the applicant that seeks to justify the contravention of the
development standard by demonstrating:

(a) that compliance with the development standard is unreasonable or
unnecessary in the circumstances of the case, and

(b) that there are sufficient environmental planning grounds to justify
contravening the development standard.

(4) Consent must not be granted for development that contravenes a
development standard unless:

(a) the consent authority is satisfied that:
0] the applicant’s written request has adequately addressed the
matters required to be demonstrated by subclause (3), and
(i) the proposed development will be in the public interest because
it is consistent with the objectives of the particular standard and
the objectives for development within the zone in which the
development is proposed to be carried out, and

(b) the concurrence of the Director-General has been obtained.

In accordance with Planning Circular PS 08-003, Council may assume the Director-
General’s concurrence in this instance.
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The merits of the requested variation are discussed in the Key Issues section of this report.

Clause 4.6 Exceptions to Development Standards Assessment

An objection seeking an exception to a development standards must:
0] identify the development standard,;

Comment: The submitted objection identifies the development standard as being the
4,000m? minimum lot size requirement in WLEP 2010.

(i) identify the objective of the standard;

Comment: The submitted Clause 4.6 Exceptions to Development Standards objection
identifies the objective of this standard as a density standard.

(iii) identify the planning objectives of the locality;

Comment: The zone objective for the Large Lot Residential R5 is to provide residential
housing in a rural setting while preserving and minimising impacts on environmentally
sensitive locations and scenic quality, and to ensure that large residential allotments do not
hinder the proper and orderly development of urban areas in the future.

The proposed subdivision into two lots will not impact upon the zone objectives.
The established landscaped character and scenic quality will be maintained.

(iv) show how the development will achieve these objectives, justify why the development
standard is unreasonable or unnecessary and that the proposed development will be in the
public interest because it is consistent with the objectives of the particular standard and the
objectives for development within the particular zone

Comment: The 4,000m? standard could easily be achieved for both proposed lots, with
the transfer of the 400m? driveway access handle area of proposed Lot 24 to proposed Lot
23, effectively reducing proposed Lot 24 to 4,600m? in area and increasing proposed Lot 23
to 4,000m? in area.

This would achieve numerical compliance with WLEP 2010, however this is considered
unreasonable and unnecessary as there will be no perceivable difference in outcome — the
driveway will remain in joint usage, regardless of whether the driveway area is included
within the lot area of either proposed lot.

There is no advantage or disadvantage to either lot, and the exception does not create the
possibility of a further subdivision.

The proposed subdivision does not create a precedent in the area. Council has previously
granted approval for allotments of 3,600m? in area in Burradoo.

It is therefore considered that the objectives of the zone are achieved with this proposed
subdivision, and that compliance with the numerical development standard is unreasonable
and unnecessary in this instance.
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Drinking Water Catchments SEPP

If approved, the proposed subdivision would be connected to Council’'s sewer system.

With the imposition of conditions requiring an onsite stormwater detention facility, and the
large lot sizes proposed, it is considered that the proposal would result in a Neutral or

Beneficial Effect on water quality the drinking water catchment.

A further NorBE assessment would be undertaken as part of any development application for
a dwelling house on the vacant lot.

Section 79C Evaluation

The matters in Section 79C have been considered and a summary is attached to the file
(Attachment 3 ).

CONSULTATION

Community Engagement
The proposed 2 lot subdivision was notified to surrounding properties.
One submission has been received raising concerns including:

increased traffic;

increased dust from driveway usage;

reduction in quiet enjoyment of living area due to close proximity of future dwelling
upon proposed lot with living area possibly within 15 metres of neighbouring dwelling;
reduction in acoustic and visual amenity;

reduction in privacy; and

increased hard surfaced areas resulting in increased run off impacting upon adjoining
dwelling.

Comment: The proposed lots of 3,671m? and 5,058m? are large residential allotments.

There will be increased impacts as a result of the additional lot, including traffic, noise and
dust, but not beyond what is reasonably expected within a residential area.

The proposed building envelope on the vacant lot is located approximately 18 metres to the
south of the objector’s adjoining northern dwelling.

So as to minimise amenity impacts upon the adjoining northern dwelling, a restriction can be
placed upon the proposed subdivision requiring that any dwelling shall be sited so as to
minimise tree removal so that vegetative buffers between the two properties can be retained.

As part of the assessment of the application, the applicant was requested to submit a
stormwater concept plan and flood study. The stormwater concept plan and flood study were
assessed, and these have satisfactorily addressed concerns regarding increased hard
surfaced areas resulting in increased run off impacting upon the adjoining property.
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Internal Referral

Engineering: As part of the assessment of the application, the applicant was requested to
submit a stormwater concept plan and flood study.

This was assessed, and concerns regarding increased hard surfaced areas resulting in
increased run off impacting upon adjoining properties have been addressed to the
satisfaction of Council’'s Development Engineer.

Appropriate conditions would be imposed in any consent, and these would include the
requirement for a restriction as to user preventing the construction of any building within the
western part of the smaller vacant lot as this is a minor overland stormwater flow path.

External Referral
Rural Fire Service:  As the site contains bushfire affected land in the south west corner of

the site, s.100B approval under the Rural Fires Act 1997 is also sought. The RFS has raised
no objection to the proposal, and require no conditions of consent to be imposed.

| SUSTAINABILITY ASSESSMENT

Environment
There are no environmental issues identified in this report as the proposed subdivision will
not detract from the established landscaped character of Burradoo.

As there is an existing building platform on the proposed vacant lot, it is unlikely that tree
removal will be necessary to accommodate a dwelling house, and stormwater/flooding
concerns have been satisfactorily resolved.

Social
Apart from the opportunity of providing additional in fill housing in an established residential
area, no social factors are identified in this report.

Culture
There are no cultural impacts attributable to the subdivision and further development of this
land.

Broader Economic Implications
There are no broader economic implications resulting from a 2 lot subdivision identified in
this report.

Governance
There are no governance issues attributable to this report.

There are no management plan issues or implications identified in this report.

| POLICY IMPLICATIONS

There are no policy implications identified in this report.
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| COUNCIL BUDGET IMPLICATIONS

| OPTIONS

The options to Council are to:

Option 1 is recommended.

DISCUSSION OF KEY ISSUES

The key issue arising from this proposal is the exception to the development standard
however, as indicated in the assessment of the objection in the “Statutory Provisions” section
of this report, it is unlikely that a lot size adjustment of this scale for developed properties will
create any precedent or undermine the development standard.

CONCLUSION

It is considered that:

the objection is well founded because compliance with the development standard is
unreasonable and unnecessary, and the objects of the Environmental Planning and
Assessment Act will not be hindered by granting a variation

granting consent is consistent with the aims of Clause 4.6

It is further considered that Council’'s concurrence to the departure will not:
raise any matter of significance for State or regional environmental planning; nor
have any adverse effect on the public benefit of maintaining the 4,000m? minimum lot
size adopted by Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 2010

The proposed Clause 4.6 Exceptions to Development Standards variation to the minimum
allotment size provisions under WLEP 2010 is supported given that the objectives of the R5
Large Lot Residential zone are achieved, and that numerical compliance could be achieved,
however this is considered unreasonable and unnecessary as there will be no perceivable
difference in outcome — the driveway will remain in joint usage, regardless of whether the
driveway area is included within the lot area of either proposed lot.

It is unlikely that an allotment size adjustment of this scale for developed properties will
create any precedent or undermine the development standard.

It is recommended that Council support the Exception to the Development Standard.

Subject to Council's support of the objection, the development application would be
determined under delegated authority.

PURPOSE OF REPORT

This report is about a development application for a change of use of the existing motor
vehicle dealership to medical centre, hearing clinic, café, pathology collection and medical
aids sales.

The proposed development is permissible and satisfies the relevant requirements for this
type of land use.

REPORT

BACKGROUND

The site is currently operated as a motor vehicle dealership, and is comprised of 2 buildings,
one of which is used as a new car showroom and sales area, with the second used for the
servicing of vehicles and the sale of spare parts.

An extensive outdoor area is used for the display of vehicles for sale, predominantly at the
Station Street frontage, and for customer and staff parking.

Access to the site is, and will remain, off Funston Street.

The motor vehicle dealership operates under a development consent granted by Council in
DA 357/97, issued 16/1/98.

Part of the land currently used for the car dealership is a 20 metre wide corridor at the rear of
the property and adjacent to the railway line.

This land, Lot 1 DP875526 with an area of 2,288m?, is part of the Bowral town centre bypass
route and was acquired by Council in 1998.

Under an agreement for the sale of this land to Council, the car dealership and successors in
title is able to use this land until it is required by Council, M/N 78/98.

This land does not contain any buildings but is a hardstand area for the parking of vehicles.

The dealership property, Lot 2 DP825526, has an area of 3,895m?, and the whole of the
proposed development will be located on this land.

An aerial photo showing the location of the land and its current and surrounding uses is
included as Attachment 1.
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DETAILS OF PROPOSAL

The following is reproduced from the applicant’'s SEE.
“The proposed development is divided into 2 sections.

The building will be completely refurbished internally to include the following new works”.

Building A, the existing showroom and proposed allied health retail showroom, has a floor
area of 387m>.

Building B, the existing service and spare parts building, has a floor area of 840m? and will
contain

Consultation and procedures rooms which will accommodate a maximum of 8
doctors on site at any one time in an area of about 534 m?;
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The pharmacy, which will be a retail/dispensing pharmacy (164 m?) with customer
area of approximately 84m? and 80m? back of house office/storage;

The Hearing Clinic (approximately 60m?);

Pathology Collection (approximately 15m?); and

Café, which will be approximately 33m?.

The proposed hours of operation are:

9.00 am — 8.00 pm, Monday to Friday
9.00 am — 5.00 pm, Weekends and Public holidays

On site carparking is provided for a total of 61 vehicles and is comprised of:
12 staff spaces;
3 disabled parking spaces;
34 general parking spaces; and

2 ambulance bays.

This is well in excess of the 29 spaces required by the RTA’'s Traffic Generating
Development Guidelines.

Opposite the site in Funston Street are older style residences.

The main southern rail line and possible Station Street bypass to the rear of the site.

Company Profile - Eastbrooke Medical Centres

The following information about the proponent has been submitted with the development
application.

Eastbrooke Medical Centres is a contracted management service to general practitioners.
The company provides management expertise to undertake the following services for
participant doctors.

1. Provide suitable facilities from which doctors operate their general medicine practice
including consult rooms, treatment room, waiting and reception area, staff area and
toilets.

2. Provide practice manager, administrative staff and qualified nursing staff to support the
doctors.

3. Provide free management service and collection of all associated billings. It is also
responsible for the distribution of funds collected on behalf of the doctor.
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Eastbrooke Medical Centres are located in a quality, purpose built centres which utilize
contemporary finishes and furniture, generous design layouts and premium internal
environment controls. The buildings are located for convenience purposes close to retall
shopping precincts, public transport and established allied health practitioners.

These buildings are either owned or long term leases by Eastbrooke Property Group due to
the extensive level of refurbishment, new fitout and to provide a secure commercial home for
the doctors.

The centre is designed to accommodate sustainable energy practices and recycling where
practically possible. This includes building materials, on site water storage, solar energy
power and use of low energy lighting, natural ventilation and air conditioning.

The company now operates several centres in New South Wales and Victoria.

STATUTORY PROVISIONS

Wingecarribee LEP2010

The site is zoned B4 Mixed Use, and the proposed development is defined as a “medical
centre” as follows:

“medical centre means premises that are used for the purpose of providing health services
(including preventative care, diagnosis, medical or surgical treatment, counselling or
alternative therapies) to out-patients only, where such services are principally provided by
health care professionals. It may include the ancillary provision of other health services.”

A “medical centre” is permissible with the consent of Council.

Bowral Town Plan DCP

The proposed development does not raise any issues with the DCP.

CONSULTATION

Community Engagement

The development application was Neighbour Notified to surrounding owners with two letters
of support received and no objections.

Both letters of support did, however, raise the need for a pedestrian linkage across Station
Street, linking to Harris Farm Markets etc, citing a possible pedestrian desire line between
the two distinct.
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It is recommended that the feasibility of this be investigated as a separate issue. If a
pedestrian crossing is seen as necessary, it is possible that works could be funded from
contributions collected from this development.

Internal Referral

Building: The development application was supported by a Building Code of Australia
Assessment Report, and appropriate conditions have been included in the draft consent.

Engineering: The proposal has raised not engineering issues, and appropriate conditions
have been included in the draft consent.

External Referral

Due to the nature of the proposal, no external referral was required.

SUSTAINABILITY ASSESSMENT

Environment
The proposal is adaptively re-using existing infrastructure with only internal modifications
required and is therefore to have any adverse impact upon the environment.

Social
The range of medical services will be a valuable addition to the Shire which is identified as
having an ageing population.

Culture
Fully developed commercial site with no cultural impacts.

Broader Economic Implications
Specialist medical centre offering a broad range of services will complement existing
public/private hospitals and may relieve waiting times for certain consultations.

Governance
The application has been assessed in accordance with adopted Policies (notification) and
WLEP 2010 and it is unlikely that due to the assessment process that Council would be
legally challenged.

RELATIONSHIP TO CORPORATE PLANS

The application supports the broad objectives of Wingecarribee 2031" in the provision of
services to the Shire.

COUNCIL BUDGET IMPLICATIONS

There are no Budget Implications to Council arising from the proposed development.

Should a pedestrian crossing be required at Station Street, then this would need to be
budgeted for. Such works would be in consultation with the Roads and Traffic Authority and
Station Street being a bypass road, the provision of a pedestrian crossing may not be
feasible.
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| RELATED COUNCIL POLICY

There are no related Council Policies.

OPTIONS

The options to Council are to:

1. Approve the development application; or

2. Refuse the development application, in which case Council would need to determine the
reasons for refusal.

Option 1 is recommended.

DISCUSSION OF KEY ISSUES

The application does not raise any issues other than the suggestion of a pedestrian crossing
in Station Street, and it is recommended that the feasibility of this be investigated as a
separate issue.

CONCLUSION

The proposal to convert a motor vehicle dealership into a special medical centre and
associated retail showroom for allied health aids is supported from planning and adaptive re-
use arguments.

It is a use that is permissible and satisfies the relevant requirements.

It is also considered to be an effective re-use of the facilities provided within an existing
development.

Therefore, approval is recommended.

| PURPOSE

The purpose of this report is to seek Council support in principle for two (2) proposed timber
fishing platforms to be located on the Wingecarribee River. Council in response to an
application made to the Department of Industry and Investment is in receipt of Government
funding from the Recreational Fishing Trust for the project to the amount of $10,000. In
order for Council to secure this amount it is required to formally accept this offer by way of
signing of a Recreational Fishing Trust Funding Agreement with the Department within a
period of 3 months from receipt of the offer received on 2 June 2011.

DESCRIPTION OF ITEM

BACKGROUND

Council on 13 January 2011 received notification from the Department of Industry and
Investment of a call for funding applications for projects that benefit recreational fishing in
NSW. All money raised by the recreational fishing fee is placed into two Trust Funds- one for
saltwater fishing and the other for freshwater fishing. Monies raised are spent on programs
designed to improve recreational fishing. Committees of expert recreational fishers provide
advice on expenditure from the Trusts.

Applicants for the funding assistance are required to demonstrate direct benefits to
recreational fishing. Two types of grant are available, small grants (up to $10,000) and large
grants (in excess of $10,000). Council on 2 June 2011 was formally notified by the
Department of Industry and Investment of success in its bid for receipt of a small grant of
$10,000. Applicants are encouraged by the Department to match funding on a like for like
basis or in-kind support such as voluntary labour. The Saltwater and Freshwater Trust
Funds Funding Application form indicates that Council proposes a value of $5000 in
voluntary labour for the project.

Council in its submission to the Department has indicated that Wingecarribee Shire has an
active and diverse fishing community but has limited recreational fishing opportunities. The
proposed installation of two fishing platforms will improve accessibility for recreational
fisherpersons to the Wingecarribee River from the existing well used Bong Bong Walking
Track.

DETAILS OF PROPOSAL

Subiject Site and Locality

In consultation with local recreational fishing groups, Council has been alerted to the
potential benefits that may ensue from the installation of dedicated fishing platforms on the
Wingecarribee River. Benefits include the safety and convenience of a purpose built
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platform for anglers, a vantage point for viewing of the river, a safe location for novice
anglers/instruction of anglers and the aesthetic contribution to the environment from well
designed timber structures in appropriate locations on the river. The location for the
proposed fishing platforms have been suggested within Council’s application made to the
Department of Industry and Investment on 16 February 2011. This location and preferred
fishing platform sites are indicated on the aerial map accompanying this report as
Attachment 1 . A preferred option for design of the structure is included as Attachment 2 to
this report.

STATUTORY ASSESSMENT

Wingecarribee LEP2010

The zoning of the subject location is RE 1 Public Recreation under the WLEP 2010. A
development application (DA) will be required for the proposed works.

State Environmental Planning Policies

As part of the DA process an assessment under the State Environmental Planning Policy
(SEPP) (Sydney Drinking Water Catchment) 2011 will be undertaken.

Development Control Plans - Nil

RELATED COUNCIL POLICY

As the purpose of this report is for Council to decide whether to accept the Grant, there are
no impacts on Council Policies.

CONSULTATION

External Referrals

At this stage of the process, no external consultations have taken place. Should Council
proceed with accepting grant, the following State Government Agencies will be involved.

Referrals/Notice Advice/Response/Conditions

Sydney Catchment The concurrence of the SCA is triggered for any works within the
Authority (SCA) Wingecarribee River.

Office of Water The concurrence of the Office of Water is triggered for works

within 40m of a watercourse.

Internal Referrals

Environment and Sustainability Committee
The proposal was discussed briefly at the Environment and Sustainability Committee
meeting of 20 July 2011. No objections were raised to Council accepting the grant.

Natural Resource Projects Manager, Department of En  vironment and Sustainability
Comments:

Flagged the consideration of the impact of the proposed development upon high water level
behaviour in the vicinity. Given the large carp population within the Wingecarribee River,
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consideration should be given to the disposal of collected fish which may not legally be
returned to the waterway. Educational signage may be of assistance in this regard.

Parks Asset Co-ordinator, Assets Department.

Comments:

Consideration to be made of on-going maintenance costs of asset, public liability and legal
responsibilities of Council as owner of the asset and consideration is required of the need for
a Risk Assessment.

COMMUNITY CONSULTATION

Community consultation will also involve adjoining residents and the Bong Bong Common
355 Committee.

| SUSTAINABILITY ASSESSMENT

Environment
The proposed development has the potential to make a positive aesthetic contribution to the
vistas to and from the Wingecarribee River. The opportunity to remove carp from the
Wingecarribee River is also a positive environmental opportunity.

Social
The proposed development has the potential to make a positive contribution by providing
increased opportunities for the passive social activity of recreational fishing.

Broader Economic Implications
The proposed fishing platforms provide an opportunity for tourism related activities and
promotion of fresh water fishing for anglers.

Culture
The development in being of a minor constructional nature and in not triggering any
substantial earthworks is not anticipated to impact negatively upon any cultural group.
However, the potential for Aboriginal Cultural impacts will be considered at the DA stage.

Governance
Such a development will require asset insurance and public liability insurance considerations
which will be in further detail if the Council accepts the Grant.

BUDGET CONSIDERATIONS

The Department of Industry and Investment encourages works in-kind and/or like for like
funding from applicants although this is not tied to the issue of the Grant funding. Council as
owner will inherit the asset in perpetuity and be responsible for on-going maintenance.

| RELATED COUNCIL POLICY

The proposal does fit into elements of Council’s 2031" Community Strategic Plan.

| OPTIONS
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Option 1 : Council resolve to accept the $10,000 small Grant on offer from the
Department of Industry and Investment for the construction of two fishing platforms on the
Wingecarribee River.

Option 2 : Council resolves not to accept the $10,000 small grant on offer from the
Department of Industry and Investment for the construction of two fishing platforms on the
Wingecarribee River.

Option 3 : Council resolves to defer acceptance of the small grant of $10,000 pending
the submission of additional details of the proposal.

DISCUSSION OF MAJOR ISSUES

Council as the owner must consult with relevant State Government authorities seeking
concurrence prior to the commencement of any physical works associated with the project.

The proposed fishing platforms must be designed so as to minimise the potential for adverse
impacts upon high water behaviour and in particular, the potential to become a blockage for
debris when the river is in flood. Council’s Infrastructure Services Directorate will need to be
involved in the design of the structure so as to achieve a satisfactory outcome in this regard.

The on-going maintenance of the structures will be the responsibility of Council’s Operations
Department. The design of the structure should take into consideration this fact.

The legal implications of ownership of the structures must be explored and a Risk
Assessment Report prepared.

Constructional details of the proposal have yet to be determined and Council has the option
of requiring the structures to be endorsed at a future meeting of Council prior to continuation
of the project.

| CONCLUSION

In conclusion to this report it is recommended to Council that the small grant of $10,000 on
offer from the Department of Industry and Investment be accepted for the purpose of
constructing two purpose built timber fishing platforms on the Wingecarribee River and that
the Department be formally notified of this acceptance by way of completion of the
Recreational Fishing Trust Funding Agreement that forms Attachment 3 to this report.

The purpose of this report is to discuss the Draft Section 94 Developer Contributions Plan for
Section 94 Administration 2011 to 2031, in context with the current Plan which it has been
designed to replace. The objective of this report is to place the Draft S94 Plan on public
exhibition.

SUMMARY

The Draft Section 94 Development Contributions Plan for Section 94 Administration 2011 to
2031 is proposed to repeal the current Section 94 Plan for Administration Resources
originally adopted in 1996.

The Draft Plan is summarised as follows:

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Table 1 shows that the cost to Council of administering Section 94 from 2011 to 2031 will be
$2,771,976.91 in today’s money. The aim of the Draft Section 94 Plan is to recover this cost
through Development Levies.

Table 2 is a summary of the Development Levies to be imposed by the Draft Section 94
Plan:

The contribution per development type is based on the contribution per Equivalent Tenement
(ET = 1 Residential Lot) noted in Table 2, and the ET per residential development type noted
in Table 7 of the Draft Plan.

The contribution rate for industrial development in the Northern Gateway Contributions
Catchment is consistent across all development types permissible in that catchment. The
contribution rate is calculated on the Net Developable Hectare (NDHA), as defined in Section
6.2 of the Draft Plan.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSAL

BACKGROUND

Council has maintained a Section 94 Developer Contributions Plan for Administration
Resources since 1996. That Plan has not had any significant updates since becoming
effective apart from reviewing contribution rates. Therefore it is well over due considering:

The introduction of Section 93F of the EPA Act (Planning Agreements) in 2005;

The Practice Notes (2005);

The increasing types of development that are assessable by private certifiers; and
Changes to Council’s staffing and resources required too meet the legislative
requirements of preparing and administering Section 94 Plans.

DETAILS OF THE DRAFT SECTION 94 PLAN

The Draft Section 94 Development Contributions Plan for Section 94 Administration 2011 to
2031 is an entirely new plan throughout that has been drafted in close adherence to the
Practice Notes (2005), as published by the Department of Planning and Infrastructure.

Separate Plan vs. Admin component in each Section 94 Plan

The Draft Plan remains a separate document, rather than being split between all of Council’s
Section 94 Plans for reasons of simplicity, which translates to better transparency. To split
the Plan between each of the Section 94 Plans creates administration and governance
issues, as Council must ensure the apportionment of costs are split equally between the
Plans. This creates problems when different Plans are reviewed and updated at different
times, which can create differentiation between administration rates in each of the Plans,
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especially in regards to staff wage costs. Essentially Council would need to review all Plans
at the same time to ensure the Administration components are consistent.

A separate plan removes those issues enabling Council to update Administration costs when
required without having to review each of the Section 94 Contributions Plans. Having made
that statement, the Draft Plan covers the cost of administering the following Section 94
Plans:

Draft Section 94 Contributions Plan for Roads and Traffic Facilities 2011 to
2031

Section 94 Plan for Open Space and Recreation Facilities 2007 (including
future amendments)

Section 94 Plan for Resource Recover Centre 2009

Section 94 Plan for Library Resources (1996)

Section 94 Plan for Bundanoon (2006)

The above Section 94 Plans and the current review thereof have shared costs, such as legal
review, staff time and studies. The Draft Plan clearly outlines the time apportioned by staff to
each of those costs. It would not be as transparent to split that reasoning over several plans,
which would likely add to the bulk of those plans and require the public to read each of the
separate plans to distinguish the cost to Council of administering Section 94.

Notwithstanding, the Draft plan does not cover the administration cost of the Draft Section 94
Plan for the Moss Vale Enterprise Corridor (MVEC). The Draft S94 Plan for the MVEC has its
own administration component essentially because that Plan generated very specific costs
related only to the MVEC. The time spent by staff on the Draft S94 Plan for the MVEC has
bee appropriately apportioned under the Draft Section 94 Plan for Section 94 Administration
2011 to 2031 to ensure no double dipping between the plans.

Further, the Draft Section 94 Plan for Section 94 Administration 2011 to 2031 does not cover
the administration costs of the Section 94A Plan because S94 plans cannot be applied to
development where the S94A Plan applies; and does not cover the administration costs of
the Section 64 Water, Sewer and Stormwater Development Servicing Plans (DSPs) as those
plans are created under the Local Government Act and Sections 305 to 307 of the Water
Management Act 2000.

Comparison Rates

The current contributions plan for Administration Resources has an indexed contribution rate
of $430.00 per ET (1 Residential Lot) and a charge of 1ET per $500,000 of commercial
and/or industrial development. These rates are based on estimated per annum lot
release/dwelling construction of 325 lots/dwellings per year and commercial/Industrial
development growth, which are no longer relevant.

The Draft Section 94 Plan for Section 94 Administration 2011 to 2031 is based on predicted
population growth over the 20-year period and hectares of industrial development in the
Northern Gateway and apportioned between the two. Further the Draft Plan also takes into
account the Administration component contained in the Draft Section 94 Plan for the Moss
Vale Enterprise Corridor.

REPORT OF DIRECTOR ENVIRONMENT & PLANNING

Under the Draft Plan the proposed contribution rate per ET is $421.53, $8.47 lower than the
current levy. However, this rate will be supplemented by the Industrial Development rate of
$1,619.78 per NDHA in the Northern Gateway and Administration Rate of $766.85 per NDHA
in the Draft Section 94 Development Contributions Plan for the Moss Vale Enterprise
Corridor.

Administration Costs

The costs of administering Section 94 Plans within Wingecarribee Shire Council have been
completely reviewed and are summarised in Table 1. The Draft Plan proposes to recover
those costs from the development, which generates the need for Council to have Section 94
Contributions Plans in the first place. Therefore the cost of Administering Section 94 should
be zero cost, as the plan intends to recover the full cost to Council of $2,771,976.91.

The current Plan (adopted 1996) only recovers the cost to Council for the Contributions/Land
Use Planner and Administrative Assistant and some office resources. The Draft Plan
proposes to recover costs and part costs for the following:

Contributions/Land Use Planner;

Transportation Planning Engineer;

Team Leader Corporate Systems;

Revenue Assistant;

Management Accountant;

Upgrading and updating software;

Legal costs;

Traffic Modelling — Consultants; and

Review of Open Space, Recreation, Community and Cultural Needs Study/Strategy —
Consultants

Therefore the Draft Plan covers a broad range of staff and resources required to Administer
Section 94 at present.

Apportionment

The Draft Plan also takes into consideration the new range of Section 94 and 94A Plans that
Council has recently adopted or has recently exhibited. For example the Draft Plan does not
apply to development within the Section 94A Plan’s (made effective July 2010) precincts, as
the 94A Plan excludes all Section 94 Plans from applying where it applies; and also excludes
all development within the Moss Vale Enterprise Corridor as that Draft Contributions Plan
contains its own administration costs component.

Further, the cost of Administering Section 94 has been apportioned in the Draft Plan between
Residential Development (Shirewide catchment) and Industrial Development (Northern
Gateway catchment). The reasoning was to develop a contributions rate for two different
types of development — Residential and Industrial.

The residential Contributions rate is derived from the increase in persons and converted to
an average charge per residential allotment, known as an equivalent tenement (ET). The
Industrial rate is based on the number of hectares that remain undeveloped in the Northern
Gateway and is therefore charged on the Net Developable Hectares (NDHA) of a proposed
development.
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Indexation

The Draft Plan will index the contributions each financial quarter in line with movements in
the Consumer Price Index — Sydney (CPI). This indexation will keep the contributions rate up
to date with wage and cost increases associated with Section 94 Administration.

STATUTORY ASSESSMENT

Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979 and Environmental Planning and
Assessment Regulation 2000.

The Draft Plan has been prepared subject to Section 94EA of the EPA Act 1979 and Clauses
26 and 27 of the EPA Regulation 2000.

All the above Policies and Contributions Plans are related to the Draft document as either
their administration component is funded by the Draft Plan; or they are self funded and that
apportionment of time has been factored into the Draft Plan to ensure there is no double
dipping by Council.

Internal Referrals

Council’s Payroll provided wage information based on the new financial year wages and an
assumption that each person was receiving Level 4 within their respect pay Grades. This
ensures the Plan will cover costs of wage increases due to staff movements through the 4
levels within their respective pay grades, beyond award increases, the later of which is
covered by Indexation built into the Draft Plan.
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Public Participation

Clause 26 of the EPA Regulation requires that Council publicly exhibits the Plan for a
minimum of 28-days. Clause 28 of the EPA Regulation also requires that a public notice is
provided in a local newspaper and that copies of the Draft Plan are made available at
Council during normal operating hours. In the circumstances an exhibition period of 42-days
is being recommended to Council.

The Draft Section 94 Development Contributions Plan for Section 94 Administration 2011 to
2031 is a document, that once adopted, will allow Council to impose conditions on
development consents to pay a levy toward the administration costs of Section 94 Plans by
Council. Thus it is good governance to adopt a user pays system that reduces Council's
capital costs.

RELATIONSHIP TO CORPORATE PLANS

Little to no change is required for Council’'s corporate Plans such as Council's 10-year
Management Plan as the Draft Plan, should it be adopted, will continue to fund Section 94
Administration with the intent of full cost recovery. The Draft Plan will repeal the current
Section 94 Administration Plan, replacing it with a significantly updated methodology and
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nexus based on the population forecasts to 2031. It is intended that the Draft Plan be
reviewed on a 5-yearly basis to ensure Administration costs are correctly reflected in the
Plan and the nexus remains relevant against updated population forecasts.

Further as Council moves toward implementing the Wingecarribee Shire Community
Strategic Plan 2031, Section 94 projects will become increasingly important as higher
demands are placed on Council’s resources and infrastructure. Effective administration of
Section 94 Contributions Plans will ensure these projects are rolled out in a timely and cost
effective manner.

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS

The Draft Section 94 Development Contributions Plan for Section 94 Administration 2011 to
2031 is a document, that once adopted, will allow Council to impose conditions on
development consents to pay a levy toward the administration costs of Section 94 Plans by
Council. This levy will enable Council to recoup the costs of Administering Section 94 Plans.
Therefore the cost of Administering Section 94 is not born by the General Public through
rates revenue, but through developers as a user pays system.

Council currently has such a Plan in place; however that Plan was originally adopted in 1996
and updated in 2005. The current Plan is significantly out of date in relation to Administration
costs and nexus and does not account for new development potentials generated under the
WLEP 2010. The Draft Plan will ensure contributions are continued to be collected for this
purpose.

However, it must be noted that Section 94 Contributions are only collected when
development proceeds; therefore contribution income is significantly influenced by property
market conditions. Therefore, should development of land be slower than average,
contributions income will be reduced and vice versa when land development is greater than
average, commonly referred to as a ‘boom’, in economic terms. Thus in some years Council
may not receive enough income from the Section 94 Administration levy to cover those
costs, however in other years Council may receive more income than the total annual cost.
Thus in ‘boom’ times the additional funds received need to be invested appropriately to cover
shortfalls in lower than average development years, otherwise Council will need to source
funds from other revenue to cover the costs of Contributions Administration.

Further, this Plan only covers the apportionment of time spent by staff on the administration
of Section 94 Plans that are not covered by their own Administration component. Thus the
Draft Plan does not cover the cost of Administering Section 64 Development Servicing Plans
for Water, Sewer and Stormwater, as those Plans are made under Section 64 of the Local
Government Act and Section 306 of the Water Management Act 2000.

OPTIONS

Council has two options available:

1. Resolve to place the Draft Section 94 Development Contributions Plan for Section 94
Administration on public exhibition for 42-days pursuant to the EPA Act and EPA
Regulation.

| PURPOSE

Request for acquisition of 152 Argyle Street Moss Vale, being land zoned for acquisition
pursuant to Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 2010.

SUMMARY

The owners of 152 Argyle Street Moss Vale have requested that Council acquire the land by
negotiation, as the land is unable to be developed because of the current zoning of SP2-
Local Roads, which effectively sterilises the land from any development.

An information session was held with Councillors on Tuesday, 12 April 2011. On
Wednesday 23 February 2011 this matter was considered by Council and it was resolved as
follows:

“THAT in relation to the proposed purchase of the property at 152 Argyle
Street, Moss Vale, an information session be held for Councillors as to the
possible funding options and the advantages to Council for the purchase of
the property AND THAT a report be referred to a future Ordinary Meeting of
Council following the information session.” (M/N 45/11)

DESCRIPTION OF ITEM

The owners of 152 Argyle Street Moss Vale have requested Council acquire the land owned
by them which is zoned for acquisition pursuant to the Wingecarribee Local Environmental
Plan 2010.

The subject property has an area of 617 square metres and is zoned SP2 — Local Roads.
Council’'s Contribution Planner has obtained a valuation pursuant to the Section 94A Land
Acquisition Program. The value of the property is assessed at $270,000 and is payable

“together with reasonable valuation and legal costs incurred by the dispossessed owner”.

Relevant Legislation

Land Acquisition (Just Terms Compensation) Act 1991, Real Property Act 1900,
Conveyancing Act 1919.
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CONSULTATION

Council’s Contributions/Strategic Planner

The subject land is identified for acquisition in the Section 94A Plan as a low priority. Council
has received approximately $18,122.25 from development contributions into the Plan’s
account as at 31 May 2011. To enable Council to proceed with the acquisition it will be
necessary to borrow funds from the Land Rental Reserve.

SUSTAINABILITY ASSESSMENT

Environment
A visual inspection of the land does not reveal the presence of any environmental issues
which may have a deleterious affect on the value of the land.

Social

Purchase of the land may provide Council with future development opportunities for the
benefit of the community.

Culture
No positive or negative impacts identified.

Broader Economic Implications
No positive or negative impacts identified.

Governance
The decision to proceed with the purchase of land set aside for acquisition under the
Wingecarribee Local Environmental Plan 2010 rests with Council. It is necessary for proper
administrative processes to be followed with respect to the proposed purchase to ensure
good governance.

The subject property is listed in the Section 94A Contributions Plan — Land Acquisition

priority. Notwithstanding, the priority pooling list can be modified. Further, should Council
decide to purchase the property, once the property is in Council’'s ownership, the Plan can be
modified by removing the property from the list to allow funds to be prioritised to other
properties on the list.

BUDGET IMPLICATIONS

As outlined above, to enable Council to proceed with the acquisition it will be necessary to
borrow funds from the Land Rental Reserve.
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OPTIONS

As the land is zoned for acquisition under the LEP, the owner can claim hardship and force
Council to purchase. It appears that the owner does not want to proceed in this manner and
wishes to negotiate the acquisition. Therefore Council has two (2) options:

1. Purchase the land now by borrowing the money from the Land Rental Reserve.
2. Purchase the land when the Section 94A Contributions Plan fund reaches

| PURPOSE

Submitting details of Council's Investments as at 30 June 2011.

REPORT

A list of Council’s investments as at 30" June 2011 has been included on Attachment 1 for
information. All Investments have been made in accordance with the Local Government Act,
the Regulations and Council’s Investment Policy.

It should be noted that the investments have been listed at their face value and also an
estimated market value. This market value has been provided to Council by the ANZ bank as
Council's Safe Custody nominee. The ANZ have advised that these values are based on a
forecast model and information from a number of market providers and participants. As
stated these figures are only estimates which may not necessarily reflect the potential
“realisable value” or the actual value if the CDO’s were sold in the current market conditions.

Market value is typically a combination of interest rates, credit quality and liquidity. It can be
clearly seen that the current values have been severely impacted by the current credit crisis,
world recession and lack of available markets. There are real concerns for the Corsair
Torquay, and Helium Scarborough CDO’s which have suffered significant devaluation during
the month of June 2011, it is noted that Council’s strategy pinpoints these CDO'’s as likely to
default, as a result of previous and ongoing defaults of the referenced entities within the
CDO.

Council has recorded capital losses from CDO investments of $5,660,000 to date and based
on advice has modelled a number of scenarios for potential future losses of capital. Council
has subsequently developed a strategy to meet an expected overall loss of $14.5 million with
the expected losses to be funded from restricted assets.

Interest received from investments is estimated to be $3,673,403.28 as at 30" June 2011.

| PURPOSE

Seeking direction from Council on a request from a resident for back dating of concessions
for postponement and write-off of rates and refund of rates for a property at 58 Holly Road
Burradoo, PN 634600.

DESCRIPTION OF ITEM

BACKGROUND

The owners of 58 Holly Road Burradoo have written to Council requesting that Council adjust
their rate account seeking a postponement of rates concession backdated to 1987 as they
advise they were not aware of the availability of the concession. The ratepayers have
indicated they were of the belief that Council should have automatically applied this rate relief
where single residential usage of larger lots applied.

This expectation is not however in alignment with the provisions of the Local Government
Act, 1993.

Postponed rates are a concession provided under Section 585 of the Local Government Act
where it states:

“The rateable person for land described in any of the following paragraphs may apply to the
Council for a postponement of rates payable for the land in the current or following rating
year (or in both years):

Part (b) states: “a parcel of land (which may comprise one or more lots or portions in a
current plan) on which there is a single dwelling-house used or occupied as such and which
is zoned or otherwise designated under an environmental planning instrument so as to
permit its subdivision for residential purposes, not being land referred to in paragraph (c)”.

The required process for a postponed rate concession to be granted is for an application to
be made by the owner in each individual rating year which is reviewed by a Town Planner
who verifies if the subject land meets the criteria set out in part (b) above. If the criteria is
met, a valuation apportionment is obtained from the Valuer General and an adjustment is
made to the rates where a proportion of the rates is postponed, equivalent to a calculation
based on the ‘apportionment’ value relating to the ‘subdivision’ potential. Postponed rates
can only be written off after five (5) years from the date of postponement, and where the
property use changes, the property is sold, or the land is subdivided, any concession
provided in the previous five (5) years is reinstated and becomes due and payable, including
interest on the amounts postponed and remaining unpaid.

The owner has requested an adjustment backdated to 1987 of $16,598 which is their
estimate of the postponed rate value and includes interest at 5%, and an estimated amount
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of $4,500 for the 1987 to 1999 period. Council’s calculation of the possible adjustments back
to 2000/01 based on the Valuer Generals apportionment for 2010/11 is $3,935.41. It is
recommended that Council provides a five (5) year adjustment back to 2006/07, the amount
adjusted would be $1,954.85.

In considering this request Council needs to be aware of the precedent being created by
going outside the provisions of the Local Government Act and providing retrospective
adjustments to rate accounts, which have not been claimed in accordance with the relevant
provisions of the Act.

STATUTORY ASSESSMENT

The assessment of this report has been made under Section 585 of the Local Government
Act.

SUSTAINABILITY ASSESSMENT

To report on the Peer Review of the Burradoo BU2 Flood Study and recommend the flood
study for adoption by Council.

SUMMARY

The report summarises the Peer Review of the Burradoo BU2 Catchment Assessment Flood
Study by Cardno Lawson Treloar that has been undertaken by Associate Professor James
Ball of the University of Technology Sydney. The outcomes of the peer review have been
reviewed by both Cardno Lawson Treloar and the Office of Environment & Heritage.

The peer review noted that the goals of the study have been achieved and the methodology
employed was consistent with good practice and was employed in a manner suitable for
defence of the flood behaviour predictions. Accordingly, the flood study is recommended for
adoption.

DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSAL

BACKGROUND

At the ordinary meeting of Council held 23 March 2011, the following recommendation was
adopted in relation to the Cardno Lawson Treloar flood study report::

THAT the Burradoo BU2 Catchment Assessment Study: Flood Study Report be deferred
pending an urgent meeting between the General Manag er, Mayor and Deputy Mayor and
representatives of the Department of Environment, C  limate Change and Water regarding
the commissioning of an “independent” review of the Burradoo BU2 Catchment Flood
Study Report by an Australian-based hydrological ex pert on catchment data analysis AND
THAT this independent expert be endorsed by the Ins titution of Engineers Australia, that is
involved with the current review of Australian Rain fall and Run-Off.

DETAILS

A meeting was held between the General Manager, Mayor, Deputy Mayor, a representative
of the Office of Environment and Heritage, Department of Premier and Cabinet and Council
staff on Wednesday 6™ April 2011 to discuss the Council resolution.

The meeting resolved to approach Associate Professor James Ball PhD to undertake the
peer review. Associate Professor Ball is the Editor of the review of the ‘Australian Rainfall
and Runoff Handbook’, which is the key source of technical information in Australia for
designing infrastructure to withstand the impact of extreme rainfall, flooding and storm surge.

PEER REVIEW

The Peer Review considered the following elements of the flood study:

Study goals
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Selection of Process Models and Software
Application of Catchment Modelling System

Interpretation of Predictions

PEER REVIEW SUMMARY

“The conclusions developed during the peer review of the flood study undertaken by CLT for
the Burradoo Catchment can be summarised as

The goals of the study as outlined in the report have been achieved;

The methodology employed was consistent with good practice and was employed in a
manner suitable for defence of the flood behaviour predictions;

Some aspects of the application of the methodology as reported in the report warrants
greater detail. These aspects, such as the loss modelling employed, do not detract from
the predictions, but rather add to the substantiation of the methodology employed;

The implied accuracy in the predicted design flood levels as reported in Tables 7.1 and
7.2 is greater than the actual accuracy. An approach to better present these predictions
is mentioned above. However, this should not change the interpretation and the
development of the flood planning level as the uncertainty in prediction is covered within
the freeboard allowance; and

The preliminary flood hazard assessment has been undertaken in a manner consistent
with the NSW Floodplain Development Manual (2005).”

OFFICE OF ENVIRONMENT & HERITAGE COMMENTS

The Office of Environment & Heritage (OEH) replaces the Department of Environment,
Climate Change & Water (DECCW) under the new State Government structure.

The OEH representative endorsed Associate Professor Ball's comments in relation to the
peer review and made the following comments:

The decision to further refine the flood study report is a matter for Council to determine

Supports the Cardno Lawson Treloar view of dealing with expansions to scope within the
management study phase

Recommends Council make a start on the management study as soon as funding
becomes available

COUNCIL OFFICER COMMENTS

In summary, the Peer Review has endorsed the methodology used. There are no significant
issues that would warrant Council disregarding the information in the flood study and
delaying the preparation of the floodplain risk management plan for the catchment.

It is recommended that Council adopts the Flood Study in its current form. This will enable
Council to proceed with the next phase of the floodplain management process ie the
development of a Floodplain Risk Management Study and Plan which in turn will open
opportunities for grant funding of flood management infrastructure.

2 STP Site Access
Summary of Committee Report

Following the receipt of an Arborist’s report confirming that a tree at the end of May Street
did not have any Aboriginal markings, Council staff commenced construction of the access
driveway on Monday 18 April 2011. This work commenced with the removal of one
Doryphora Sassafras tree, with multiple trunks. Bulk excavation has been undertaken and
sub-grade placed to form the driveway, with a 100 millimetre thick layer of road base on top
of the sub-grade.

Bowral STP and associated Transfer System
Summary of Committee Report

Operational issues — Lack of biological treatment capacity is still the case but as stated
previously WSC have a project action plan in place to enhance plant performance. Since
peak flow diversion to the Storm Detention Pond has ceased and the installation of the
VSD on the Pasveers was completed in March 2011, final effluent analysis for total
nitrogen has been between 4.24- 5.11mg/l. Although this does provide encouraging
news, WSC intend to review its performance over further extended periods before
conclusions for the required upgrades in infrastructure can be made.

Sludge lagoons are close to maximum capacity and a dewatering program is being
developed to maximise plant performance over the winter period. Geotube purchases
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and the hire of Mechanical dewatering and Biological reduction process are being
considered.

Odour issues - WSC has received no customer reports of offensive odour being
generated from Bowral STP since the last meeting in April. This can be generally
associated with climate and seasonal changes as the significant process upgrades within
our odour management plan (eg covering Inlet and SEDP cleaning manifold). The March
residential meeting minutes and odour action plan has been sent to residents (see
attached plan below).

Requested Council report on Bowral STP being reviewed and developed for completion
in July/August 2011.

Alcorn Street PS being converted from wet well/dry well configuration to wet well. This
with increase capacity, maximise pump efficiency and reduce OHS and environmental
risk.

3 Mittagong STP and associated Transfer System
Summary of Committee Report

2010/11 License Annual return for Mittagong STP indicated all criteria was met within
period except for 100%Tile pH and 90%Tile Total P. The Total P failure of 0.31mgl/l
(slightly above licence of 0.3mg/l) was due to high flows received at the plant during
October and November where controlling aluminum dosing to meet licence criteria can
be difficult (Note: this is the first failure for Total P since 2004) The pH of 6.2 was due to
a failure of the decanter in IDAL 1 in February 2011 which lead to poor de-nitrification and
a reduction in alkalinity and pH.

Infiltration program for the reticulation/transfer system being developed for 2011/12.

As with Bowral STP, all four sludge lagoons are nearly full and independent
Investigations and final reports on dewatering infrastructure and sludge lagoon capacities
are now complete with short term & long term solutions being identified. These include
installation of manual decanter pipes to current drying beds and the hire or permanent
installation of mechanical dewatering equipment such as a volute dehydrator.

Significant events have occurred within the Hilltop/Colo Vale transfer system that leads to
Mittagong STP. Out of the 6 reported environmental overflows within the 2010-11 licence
period, 5 have been associated to failure within Hilltop transfer mains. WSC have
implemented a corrosion and odour control program since 2009 and significantly invested
in the relining of part of the Hilltop to Colo vale transfer main in 2010. A transfer main
and manhole condition assessment and rehabilitation program is to be developed for
2011/12.

8 Water Treatment Plant Operation

Bundanoon WTP - Following the events of March 2011 Investigations have taken place
to review the risk of high manganese levels in Bundanoon raw water and the risks to the
Treatment process. Options under review are a permanent Potassium permanganate
dosing system and relocation of pH/alkalinity dosing points to maximise contact time and
manganese oxidation

Both Bundanoon and Medway dams have been full or nearly full since the previous
summer

Bundanoon WTP currently on reduced flow 90L/s (7.7ML), Wingecarribee WTP also on
reduced flow at 300l/s (25.9ML). Wingecarribee clear water transfer pump overhauled
and returned. Medway WTP out of operation since mid February due to high algae levels
and Evans Lane WPS being utilised. Analysis being conducted by WTP staff as of May
2011.

STATUTORY

Section 10A of the Local Government Act 1993, empowers Council and Committees of which
all the members are Councillors to close a part of a meeting in certain circumstances in
accordance with the requirements of the Act, and relevant Regulations and Guidelines.

Subject to the provisions of Section 10 of the Act, so much of a meeting may be closed as
comprises certain information as outlined in Section 10A(2).

However, the Act also contains the following provisions qualifying the use of Section 10A(2).
Section 10B

1. [Time spent closed to be minimised] A meeting is not to remain closed during the
discussion of anything referred to in section 10A(2):

a. Except for so much of the discussion as is necessary to preserve the
relevant confidentiality, privilege or security, and

b. If the matter concerned is a matter other than a personnel matter
concerning particular individuals, the personal hardship of a resident or
ratepayer or a trade secret-unless the council or committee concerned is
satisfied that discussion of the matter in an open meeting would, on
balance, be contrary to the public interest.

2. [Qualification of 10A(2)(g)] A meeting is not to be closed during the receipt and
consideration of information or advice referred to in section 10A(2)(g) unless the
advice concerns legal matters that:

a. are substantial issues relating to a matter in which the council or
committee is involved, and
b. are clearly identified in the advice, and
d. are fully discussed in that advice.

3. [Qualification of 10A(3)] If a meeting is closed during the discussion of a motion to
close another part of the meeting to the public (as referred to in section 10A(3)), the
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consideration of the motion must not include any consideration of the matter or
information to be discussed in that other part of the meeting (other than consideration
of whether the matter concerned is a matter referred to in section 10A(2)).

[Irrelevant matters] For the purpose of determining whether the discussion of a
matter in an open meeting would be contrary to the public interest, it is irrelevant that:

a. a person may misinterpret or misunderstand the discussion, or
b. the discussion of the matter may:

0] cause embarrassment to the council or committee
concerned, or to Councillors or to employees of the council,
or

(ii) cause a loss of confidence in the council or committee.

Attention is also drawn to provisions contained in Part 7 of Council's Code of Meeting
Practice.

DIRECTOR GENERAL'S GUIDELINES

The Director General of the Department of Local Government has issued guidelines
concerning the use of Section 10 of the Act. A copy of the Director General’s guidelines has
been sent to all Councillors. Section 10B(5) of the Act requires that council have regard to
these guidelines when considering resolving into Closed Session.
