Background 
Council considered a report on 28 October 2009 regarding the Regional & Local Community 
Infrastructure Programs, and resolved as follows:-

THAT Council adopt the following works program for expenditure of the $326,000 
under the Regional & Local Community Infrastructure Program 2009-10 (RLCIP) 
grant (non-competitive), as follows: 
 

Priority Project Estimate 

1 Mittagong to Welby Shared Pathway $126,000 

2 Velodrome Resurfacing at Eridge Park $100,000 

3 Mittagong Playhouse – Compliance with Legislated 
Fire Regulations 

$  60,000 

4 Saleyards Electronic Loading Ramp $  40,000 

 TOTAL $326,000

Current Situation 
 
Council received advice late on 3 February 2010 regarding the $326,000 RLCIP grant, 
advising that a project nominated by Council on 28 October 2009 is ineligible for funding.  
The ineligible project is the shared pathway along the Old Hume Highway between 
Bessemer Street and Pioneer Street ($126,000).  The project is ineligible because there is a 
new clarification to the funding criteria that pathways running within a road reservation will 
not be considered under this funding program. 
 
$126,000 is available for re-allocation and the Regional Grants Office must be advised of a 
replacement project or projects that meet the funding criteria by Friday 12 February 2010.  
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Due to the deadline required, it is presented as a Supplementary Report, having missed the 
deadline for the agenda and not able to be deferred to the next Council meeting. 
 
This report presents a number of options for Council to consider in the re-allocation of these 
funds.   
 
Options for re-allocation of $126,000 
 

Project Estimated Cost Comment 

Cherry Tree Walk 
Footpath 

reconstruction and 
bridge 

replacement, 
Bowral  

The sections to be renewed 
include: 

·  110 metres from 
Merrigang Street to 
Shephard Street, Bowral 
including the relocation 
of a surplus steel bridge 
from East Bowral to 
replace the deteriorated 
wooden bridge at the 
Merrigang Street 
section.  

·  117 metres from Rose 
Street to Victoria Street 
Bowral. 

·  Approximately 150 
metres from Mittagong 
Road to beyond Bowral 
Pool towards Victoria 
Street Bowral 

Total cost - $126,000 

 

This project is nominated in the 
Mittagong Creek Management Plan as 
a high priority.  The pathway does not 
follow a road and would meet the 
criteria for funding.  Council has in 
place a program using IRS Funding to 
replace recreational pathways that 
require renewal.   

In the 2008 – 2009 budget additional 
funding was allocated to renew a 330 
lineal metre section in conjunction with 
the relocation of Cherry trees between 
Shephard and Merrigang Streets, 
Bowral.  

The allocation of the RLCIP Funds will 
fast track the completion of the renewal 
program by allowing the completion of 
areas that are currently serviced by 
deteriorated bitumen. 

This will only leave two (2) sections of 
old bitumen that requires renewal over 
the coming years 

 

Storage Bay for 
recycling of paper 
and cardboard at 

the Resource 
Recovery Centre 

Scope of works not to 
exceed $126,000 

 

The current storage facility is 
temporary and requires upgrading.  

The Project would formalise storage 
separate to the existing selling bays.  
Construction will involve interlocking 

concrete block walls on a concrete slab 
with heavy caging, irrigation and a 
curtain for litter suppression.  The 

project will allow for improved: 

·  Customer and Plant Access 

·  Loading (OHS issue) 

·  Litter suppression (wind) 

·  Signage 
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Upgrade to the Raw 
Water Pumping 

Station at Bundanoon 

Scope of works not to 
exceed $126,000 

 

Project currently under construction.  
Design has been completed.  
Tender Documents closing on 26 
February 2010.  
Project programmed for completion 
by end of June 2010.  
This component of funding will cover 
the electrical and mechanical 
upgrade, which will improve 
hydraulic performance of the pump 
station, resulting in savings in 
electricity costs and improve 
reliability of water supply to 
residents. 

Exeter Park Amenities $126,000 will be added to 
the $200,000 currently 
available  

This project requires consensus 
from Exeter Community groups.  
Even with this funding allocation, 
there remains a $100,000 shortfall. 

 
Council are reminded that grant funds cannot be expended on transport infrastructure such 
as roads and that eligible projects must be additional and ready to proceed.  All projects must 
be completed by the RLCIP deadline of 31 December 2010.  Examples of eligible community 
infrastructure recommended by Regional Grants are included as Attachment 3.
